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Site Utility Development

The RFP indicates 78,480 gallons per day of sewage flow is available to
the site. The site engineering preliminary estimate of water and sewage
needs are as follows:

Restaurant (8,600 sf) 100 seats/3 meals per day 100 @ 45 = 4,500 GPD
Cold Storage (127,400 sf) 127,400 @ 0.10 = 12,740 GPD

The Regional Water Authority should have sufficient capacity for
domestic and fire protection service. Domestic demand will be
approximately 26 gallons per minute. Details will be confirmed as the
project moves into full design phase. Water service will be extended
from the west side of Highland Avenue.

Gas, Electric and cable services exist within the Highland Avenue ROW.

Storm water on the site will be infiltrated into the sandy soils through
the use of galleries placed below pavement. Overflow basins will be
provided at the tow of slopes. A weir and swale system or pipes will
direct water from the basins to the watercourse on the site.
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Restaurant Building Architectural Design

The restaurant building will be visible from Highland Avenue and
3Squared LLC desires that structure to have a high quality finish, most
often, the building at the entry of a development sets the tone. The
restaurant will likely be one story tall and reflect the character of the
occupant. Attached is an image of the character of the restaurant
which is desired. The image represents a building approximately the
same size as that proposed on the site plan. The appearance is simple
and clean with wood and some form of stucco and glass finish. Three to
four hundred feet in the background, the office section of the cold
storage building is proposed. The finish of the cold storage building
may be some form of metal panel system. Even though the site will be
replanted with trees, it will be important to have some visual
connection between the restaurant and the cold storage in the
background.



Restaurant Builcding Vision




The Cold Storage Building

The new cold storage facility will stand at the zoning allowed height of
50 feet. The building will feature a sleek, clean appearance with
insulated metal panels that provide both durability and energy
efficiency. The building’s modern design includes a two story office
section with a storefront glass appearance. While not visible from the
street, the facility includes 20 drive in style loading docks, ensuring
smooth logistics and uninterrupted operations all while keeping the
cold chain unbroken. At the core of the building is a state of the art CO2
refrigeration system, providing efficient temperature control and
meeting environmental standards, such as Aquifer regulations. The
facility’s refrigeration equipment is housed in soundproofed enclosures,
reducing noise and enhancing the working environment. The facility is
designed to preserve perishable goods, support streamlined operations
and be sensitive to the site and the surroundings.
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Light Industrial / Flex Buildings

The 25,500 square foot Industrial flex boasts a flat pitched roofline, and
industrial finishes that mirror the nearby cold storage facility. When
additional light industrial buildings are constructed as a result of the
additional 2.5 acre parcel, the building form will be again implemented.
Siding materials include a mix of thin-stone veneer, nickel gap clapboard
and vertical board and batten siding that break up the longest facade.
Large glass windows and a storefront entry for each tenant break up the
large frontage and give a relatable human scale. The building is broken
into (3) possible 8,500 sq. ft. tenancies. With an interior 30’ ceiling
height, the can building attract many types of tenants. The interior
allows each space to have necessary offices, kitchenette, restrooms,
mechanical and utility space. With overhead garage doors at the back.
To be consistent with the Aquifer regulations, light industrial uses must
be appropriate for the site and no buildings will have floor drains.

Towards the highway (691), are two L-shaped industrial flex buildings
totaling 16,200 sq. ft. These buildings adapt qualities from the nearby
residential apartment building. From the “front” side overlooking the
entry and highway, there are softer, more residential looking windows
and accents. There are covered entry storefronts and signage
opportunities. The metal roof is pitched, with doghouse dormers to
add relatable scale. At the rear of the buildings, the L-shape forms a
shared service vehicle entry driveway. The buildings are broken into (5)
potential 3,000-3,600 square foot tenancies. Each space includes
separate entries, and room for necessary office space, kitchenettes,
restrooms, mechanical and utility spaces. Tenants have multiple
overhead garage door opportunities.
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Workforce Housing

The 3Squared LLC response includes a mixture of uses, including light
industrial, commercial restaurant, cold storage and workforce housing.
The goal of 3Squared LLC, the developer and sponsor, is to create an
ecology of uses that integrate the workplace with reasonably priced
housing and open space.

“Workforce Housing” is a term often used in housing discussions, but its
definition is not specific. Per Mr. Michael Santoro (Director of Policy,
Research and Housing Support CT Department of Housing) and Mr.
Vincent Bergin (Senior Business development Officer Connecticut
Housing and Finance Authority) indicate no formal definition exists.
Workforce Housing is described on the internet in a number of ways
such as housing that is available for households earning between 60%
and 120% of the Area Mean Income (AMI), or housing intended for
people who work in essential occupations such as healthcare, teaching,
emergency services, or housing intended for people who earn too much
to qualify for tax credits, but too little to afford market rate housing.

The developer desires to create an environment which allow those
employees working on the property, or working in similar jobs within
Cheshire and surrounding towns, to be able to rent at a rate equal to
60% to 120 % of the area AMI. The intent is to retain workers within the
area and provide an opportunity for stable career development.
Working with CT DOT and CT Fastrak, the developer plans on providing
mass transit links for the site. The plans also depict sidewalks
connecting all buildings and a nature path system extending throughout
the undeveloped 33 acre portion of the site. The creation of an
environment where the concept of live/work/play becomes a reality is
the goal of the development team.



The workforce housing component of the RFP response suggests 80+/-
one bedroom and efficiency units to be constructed. Per CT
Department of Labor statistics and industry knowledge, it is anticipated
industrial and warehouse employees, within the various businesses on
the land will make a range of incomes from approximately $52,000 to
over $100,000. Per the Connecticut Department of Labor figures for
New haven County in November of 2024, the average manufacturing
employee makes approximately $63,800 annually, and (assuming
devoting 30% of their income to housing) could afford a rent and
expenses of around $1,600 per month. The developers hope to provide
housing for such workers.

This proposal does not include any 8-30g component. The sponsor
recognizes that with 8-30g units already built and approved, within the
Town of Cheshire, around 7% of the town wide housing units qualify as
“affordable” under State definitions.



The Workforce Housing Building

The housing is intentionally located at a distance from the majority of
the industrial uses, providing the occupants a sense of separation and
connection with the natural world. The building is designed to appear
residential with a sloping roof and a substantial number of windows. A
main door will allow tenants to connect directly to the site sidewalk
system. All parking is situated behind the building, at the garage level.
The building will conform to the height limits of the I-C. S.D.D.
regulations of 50’ to the peak. All units are 1 limited to one bedroom or
are efficiency units.

The residential apartment building is tucked into the development with
a 10’ grade change from the main road entry to the back, garage side.
The building boasts three stories at the roadside, and a built-in walk-out
4™ story to the rear. The building is designed to suit the grade, and
steps from the center massing, tapering down towards the ends. The
doghouse dormers on the front facade reduce the scale of the building,
with apartments built under the roofline. At its highest peak the
building is 48" on the roadside, and 58’ on the garage side, with a grade
change handled by the natural slope and with retaining walls. Building
heights and surrounding grades will be refined during the site plan
process for the I-C.S.D.D. process.

The lower level accommodates 21 separate rental garages and
numerous rental storage spaces. There is an opportunity for additional
basement storage in the space adjacent to the common corridor. The
building has 4 lower-level entries nearest the parking lot, and an
additional main level front entry. There are three interior staircases,
with option to add an elevator.

There are 81 total apartments ranging in size from 378-838 sq. ft.
consisting of efficiency / studios and single bedrooms. Most apartments



are single level units, with townhouse style lofted bedroom apartments
on the upper levels. Units accommodate a single full bathroom, in-suite
laundry, and a range of floorplans that have larger or smaller kitchens
and living spaces, appealing to tenant preferences. The Architectural
detailing includes various siding materials including: nickel gap
clapboard, vertical board and batten, and regular horizontal clapboard.
The various materials are used to reduce the scale of the building and
provide interest. There are ties from the apartment building to the
nearby industrial / flex spaces.

The property is owned by the Town of Cheshire and has an Appraised
Value of $2,640,000 with an Assessed value of $1,848,560. No taxes are
paid.

Proposed:

Proposed tax generation figures are generated based upon anticipated
construction costs. Per the Town of Cheshire Assessor, building
construction costs tend to under estimate tax generation because they
do not take into account site location, site improvements and soft costs
for example. Also, multifamily housing is often evaluated based upon
the income method, in this proposal the rental income will be slightly
suppressed due to the sponsor’s intent to offer rents for those making
in the 80% to 120% range of AMI. On average, the tax generation
figures are likely to be conservatively low.

Pursuant to your request our office has prepared this letter outlining the trip generation potential
and possible impact of a proposed mixed use development on property located on Highland
Avenue north of the I-691 Westbound Ramp. The property is being offered for purchase and
development by the Town of Cheshire under a Request for Proposal. This letter presents our
findings.

Proposed Development
The Town of cheshire is seeking proposals for the purchase and development of a 58 acre parcel
located on Route 10 and 1-691 in the Town of Cheshire.

Your proposal consists of a mix of uses that include 119,000 s.f. of cold storage warehouse,
86,000 s.f. of light industrial use, an 8,600 s.f. high turnover sit down restaurant, and 81 apartment
units. Access to the site is proposed opposite the northernmost signalized driveway to Stone
Bridge Crossing. A total of approximately 460 parking spaces and 25 loading docks are
proposed. The proposed development is depicted on plans prepared by LADA.

Site Environs

The site proposed for development is located on the east side of Highland Avenue, CT Route 10,
north of the I1-691 westbound Ramp and south of the Southington Town Line. Across the site
frontage Highland Avenue provides 32 feet of pavement with a single 11 foot travel lane and

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painted shoulder in each direction, with an alternating center left turn lane. The roadway is posted
at 40 miles per hour. A sidewalk is provided on the east side of Highland Avenue from the
northernmost driveway to Stone Bridge Crossing South to the 1-691 Ramps.

Recent improvements have been made to Route 10 at the northbound and southbound 1-691
Ramps, related to the Stone Bridge Crossing Development. The improvements added exclusive
turn lanes and new traffic signals, which increased capacity and improved the intersection level of
service and lowered vehicular delays.

Background Traffic

Background traffic volumes were obtained from the recently approved Stone Bridge Crossing
development. We have been provided with a copy of the approved combined traffic volumes for
that development. These volumes were prepared by SLR and approved by the Office of the State
Traffic Administration (OSTA).

Site Generated Traffic

To determine the trip generation for the current and proposed developments, the Institute of
Transportation Engineers (ITE) Trip Generation Report was consulted. Trip Generation presents
trip generation estimates for many land uses based on counts conducted at existing facilities
throughout the country. Included within the ITE database are the following land uses: Land Use
Code (LUC) 141 — General Light Industrial; LUC 157 — High-Cube Cold Storage Warehouse; LUC
220 — Multifamily Housing (Low Rise); and LUC 932 — High Turnover Sit Down Restaurant.
Based on the ITE data, the proposed development has a trip generation potential of 2,188 trips
daily, with peak hour volumes of 207 trips during the morning peak hour and 203 trips during the
afternoon peak hour. In addition, the development is projected to generate a total of 111 truck
trips daily, with peak hour volumes of 8 trips and 5 trips during the morning and afternoon peak
commuter hours. These volumes are presented in Table A.

Intersection Capacity

The site generated traffic was distributed to the local roadway network with the same distribution
percentages as used for the Stone Bridge Development report. Capacity analyses were
conducted for the intersections along Route 10 from East and West Johnson Avenue north to Old
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Turnpike Road. The analysis was completed for the background and combined traffic volume
conditions utilizing the SYNCHRO capacity analysis program. The results indicate that all
locations will operate at essentially the same levels of service under the combined traffic volume
condition as in the background conditions. All levels of service are overall LOS D or betier during
peak hours. There are no identified improvements necessary other than at the proposed site

access driveway.

To accommodate the addition of the proposed site access driveway, it will be necessary to
complete a widening of Route 10 and a restriping of the roadway to provide a dedicated
southbound left turn lane on Route 10. The required improvements are presented on the
attached plan. With the improvement in place, the intersection of Route 10 with the Stone Bridge
Development Driveway and the proposed Site Access Driveway will operate at a LOS B during
the morning peak hour and at a LOS C during the afternoon peak hour. The analysis results are
summarized in Table B.

Bus Access

The property surrounds the existing Milldale Park & Ride lot on Route 10. The lot is serviced by
CT Transit. The Southington — Cheshire — Waterbury Express, Bus Route 928, provides service
on an hourly basis in both directions. With the proposed industrial uses and workforce housing,
together with the recently approved Stone Bridge development, it is anticipated that there will be
an increase in ridership. CT Transit will review and adjust their service based on future
ridership needs.

State Approval

Because the development provides more than 100,000 s.f. of floor area and more than 200
parking spaces, it will be necessary to obtain approval from the Office of the State Traffic
Administration (OSTA). Because Highland Avenue is a State Highway, Route 10, an
encroachment permit from the ConnDOT District | Administration Office will be required prior to
conducting any construction activities within the DOT Right of Way.
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Conclusion

Based on our analysis, it is our professional opinion that the traffic volumes associated with the
proposed development will not have an adverse impact on the surrounding roadway network.
The existing roadway has sufficient excess capacity to accommodate the projected increase in
traffic. The proposed site driveway is properly located with respect to adjacent intersections and
is properly designed to accommodate the anticipated driveway volumes.

Tetra Tech has reviewed available environmental documents for the property identified as Environmental Review
58 +/- Acres of land formerly owned by the State of Connecticut, adjacent to Interstate 691 with frontage on Route
10, located in Cheshire, Connecticut (the Site). The following data sources were reviewed:

+ Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Report for the property located at Highland Avenue Map 4, :Lot
33, Cheshire, Connecticut prepared by Woodard & Curran, dated June 3, 2022,

= A Freedom of Information Request was filed with the Connecticut Department of Transportation on
December 26, 2024, requesting "All environmental reports and analytical testing results for 58 +/- Acres of
land formerly owned by the State of Connecticut adjacent to Interstate 691 with frontage on Route 10 in
Cheshire, CT (AKA Highland Avenue Map 4, Lot 33, Cheshire, Connecticut). The property was
transferred from the State of Connecticut to the Town of Cheshire on 10/27/2021 by Quit Claim Deed.”

e Site reconnaissance was conducted on January 9, 2025, to evaluate the property for a change in
conditions from when the inspected by Woodard & Curran.

s The Connecticut Department of Energy & Environmental Protection (DEEP) Document Search Portal was
queried for available reports associated with Route 10, Highland Avenue and Birch Drive in the vicinity of
the Site.

Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Report

The Phase | Environmental Site Assessment report was prepared in general accordance with the ASTM Standard
Practice for Site Assessments: Phase | Environmental Site Assessment Process (Designated as E1527-21). The
work was overseen/performed by a Licensed Environmental Professional. The ASTM standard provides for a
timeframe of "Viability of the Report” as being within 180-days of the date of preparation. The report is 31months
old and is outside the term of viability specific in the ASTM standard. Considering the Site is primarily
undeveloped, the findings and conclusions made in the report likely reflect the current Site conditions, with
exceptions noted in the Site Reconnaissance section of this letter report.

Woodard & Curran describes the property as "undeveloped Subject Property is located on the east side of
Highland Avenue, also known as Milldale and/or Route 10 in Cheshire, New Haven County, Connecticut. The
center of the Subject Property is located at 41° 33’ 34.90” N latitude, 72° 53' 9.76" W longitude. The elevation of
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the Subject Property is approximately 170 feet above sea level. The Subject Property consists of one (1)
irregularly shaped rectangular parcel totaling approximately 43.6 acres. The land record deed identifies the
acreage as 43.6 acres and the land record card identify the acreage as 42.92 acres. The Subject Property is
undeveloped with heavy vegetation. [Note: The Town of Cheshire has clarified that Woodard & Curran was
provided with incorrect information from the Town's GIS site. The corrected acreage is 58.0 acres.]

According to the Town of Cheshire's tax assessor, the Subject Property is vacant and owned by the State of
Connecticut. A Quit-Claim Deed notes that the Subject Property was conveyed to the Town of Cheshire in
approximately 2021. [Note: The Town GIS site and assessor’s card now identifies the owner as the Town of
Cheshire with a date of sale recorded on August 8, 2022.] The map referenced in the Quit Claim Deed noted an
easement to the Algonquin Gas Transmission Company located at the southeast portion of the Subject Property.

Woodard & Curran indicates that the Subject Property is and has historically been primarily undeveloped and
vacant. Prior to the 1970s, the northwest portion of the Subject Property appears to have been part of agricultural
land. Based on aerial photographs, in the 1960s, a small orchard (approximately 25 trees) may have been
present. [Note: The 1936 aerial photograph shows a much larger orchard, perhaps over 200 trees, on the land
north of the commuter lof, adjacent to Highland Avenue.]

Wocedard & Curran completed a database search using the search radii specified in the ASTM standard. Woodard
& Curran concluded that the off-site properties that used/stored hazardous materials or where spills were
identified in the search did not pose a threat to Site soil or groundwater. Tetra Tech concurs with this finding.

Woodard & Curran reports that the surficial geology at the Subject Property consists of Sand and Gravel
Overlying Sand (sg/s). The sand and gravel unit, reported to be less than 20 ft thick, overlies thicker, inclined
layers of sand (deltaic deposits). The 1967 through 1992 topographic maps show gravel pits in the north and
south portions of the Subject Property.

According to the Bedrock Geological Map of Connecticut, dated 1985, bedrock underlying the Subject Property
consists of New Haven Arkose (TRnh), which is comprised of a reddish-brown arkose. Based on local
topography, it is assumed that shallow groundwater beneath the Subject Property flows in a northeasterly
direction. The Ten Mile River is located approximately 0.4 mile to the west and the Quinnipiac River is located
approximately 0.6 mile to the east of the Subject Property.

The Subject Property and surrounding area have municipal water supply and sewer services available.
Groundwater at the Subject Property is classified by the CTDEEP as "GA", indicating that the groundwater is
presumed to be of good quality, and may be suitable for direct human consumption without need for treatment.
The municipal water supply is available to the Subject Property. There is an unnamed stream and wetland area
on the eastern and southern portions of the Subject Property. According to the EDR report, the nearest drinking
water supply well is the Southington Water Supply Well No. 2 located approximately 0.5-mile northeast of the
Subject Property.

Portions of the Subject Property are located within a CTDEEP designated Natural Diversity Database (NDDB)
area, but not within a Critical Habitat area or within an area of State or Federal listed species, as determined by a
review of the December 2021 CTDEEP NDDB map for Cheshire, Connecticut. The CTDEEP defines these areas
as current or historic locations of State listed species and significant natural communities, also known as
Endangered, Threatened or Special Concern defined under the Connecticut Endangered Species Act
(Connecticut General Statutes, § 26-303). The Town of Cheshire GIS and Real Property Information website
identifies designated wetlands on the eastern portion of the Subject Property. The Subject Property is located
within a Connecticut designated Aquifer Protection Area (APA) known as South Central Connecticut Regional
Water Authority, Cheshire North, which is a Level A APA. [Note: The presence of the Site within an “Aquifer
Protection Area” may restrict certain activities as specified in RCSA §22a-354i-1(34).]
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Woodard & Curran reviewed Historical Aerial Photographs from 1934 to 2022. Significant observations are noted
below.

1934 - Woodard & Curran references the presence of agricultural land to the north, west and south, it appears to
be associated with farmland, possibly orchards.

1963 - The northwest portion of the parcel in the area of the buildings now contain what appear to be a small
orchard (approximately 25 trees).

1966 - The Subject Property and vicinity appear generally similar to the 1963 aerial photograph.

1970 - The Subject Property appears generally similar to the 1966 aerial photograph, except the small orchard
does not appear to be present.

1972 - The Subject Property appears vacant with no structures.

1980 - The Subject Property and vicinity appear generally similar to the 1972 aerial photograph. Construction
appears to be taking place in the vicinity of Interstate 691 to the south evidenced by the presence of stockpiled
materials.

1985 - The Subject Property appear generally similar to the 1980 aerial photograph. A clearing where the present
commuter parking lot west of the Subject Property is visible.

1995 - The Subject Property and vicinity appear generally similar to the 1991 aerial photograph.

2005 - The Subject Property and vicinity appear generally similar to the 1995. An area in the central portion of the
parcel has been mostly cleared and appears with less dense vegetation than surrounding areas.

2016 - The Subject Property and vicinity appear generally similar to the 2008 aerial photograph and
representative of current conditions. The cleared area appears to contain sand stockpiles.

2022 - The Subject Property and vicinity appear generally similar to the 2016 aerial photograph and
representative of current conditions.

Topographic Maps were reviewed from 1892 to 2018. The maps show the Site topography as generally
unchanged. The maps from 1968-1892 show gravel pits located in the northern and southern areas of the Site.
Based on a review of the aerial photographs, the northern gravel pit was likely located north of the Site and the
southern gravel pit designation may be on the southern portion of the Site. The Site elevations range from
approximately 200 feet to 130 feet above sea level. The highest elevation is located on a hill in the northwest
quadrant of the Site, and the lowest elevation is located at a small pond located north of the central clearing.

Woodard & Curran conducted a property reconnaissance visit on May 3, 2022. A summary of their observations is
presented below.

The property is primarily undeveloped, vacant land with overgrown vegetation. No structures are located on the
property. An asphalt driveway, overgrown with vegetation, slopes down and to the east from the adjacent
commuter parking lot to the Subject Property. At the eastern end of this roadway is a cleared area, the
approximate center of the Subject Property. A stream and associated wetland area is located on the eastern
portion of the Subject Property, just east of the clearing. This stream and wetlands extending north to south. In
addition to the asphalt driveway from the commuter lot, a former asphalt driveway which is completely overgrown
is located on the north end of the Subject property and The topography of the Subject Property is generally flat on
the central and eastern portion. The western portion of the Subject Property, located along Highland Avenue is at
a higher elevation than the central portion of the Subject Property. To the east, beyond the stream and wetlands
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area there is a steep rise of approximately 35-feet. Additionally, there is a rise on the northern portion of the
Subject Property. The entrance to this former driveway is associated with the guardrail located on Highland
Avenue The clearing contained a few small piles of stones and what appeared to be a burn pit with charged wood
and pallets. There was evidence of a number of ATV trails which ran throughout the Site. Lastly, there was
evidence of past dumping of asphalt at the end of the former driveway and possibly dumping near the guardrail.

No visible surficial evidence of the bulk storage or use of oil and/or hazardous materials was observed along the
exterior areas of the Subject Property during the site visit. In addition, no visible surficial evidence a significant
release of oil and/or hazardous materials to the environment was observed along the exterior areas of the Subject
Property during the site visit. No strong, pungent, or noxious odors were noted at the Subject Property during the
site visit.

Woodard & Curran concluded that the assessment has revealed no recognized environmental conditions (RECs),
controlled recognized environmental conditions (CRECs), and/or significant data gaps in connection with the
Subject Property While concerns surrounding asbestos-containing material, polychlorinated biphenyls (PCBs),
lead-based paint, and mold are outside the scope of a Phase | ESA under ASTM E1527-21, it is unlikely that
asbestos and PCB-containing building materials and lead-based paint are present at the Subject Property due to
the lack of structures on the parcel, and history of being primarily undeveloped open land. Prior to the 1970s,
several structures were located on the northwest portion of the Subject Property and have since been
demolished.

Based on the available information, the Subject Property does not appear to meet the criteria of an
“Establishment", as defined in the Connecticut Transfer Act, Section 22a-134 through 134(d) of the Connecticut
General Statutes, as amended (Transfer Act). Therefore, it is Woodard & Curran’s opinion that the Subject
Property is not subject to the requirements of the Transfer Act in the event of an eventual qualifying business or
property transfer. Based on the findings of this Phase | ESA, Woodard & Curran concluded that no additional
investigation is warranted at this time.

Tetra Tech generally concurs with Woodard & Curran’s conclusions. However, certain features were noted during
Tetra Tech’s Site reconnaissance that may not have been present during Woodard & Curran’s site walk or were
not observed by them.

Tetra Tech Site Reconnaissance

A Site visit was conducted by John Adams on January 9, 2025, to evaluate the property for a change in conditions
since the 2022 inspection by Woodard & Curran. The inspection was completed prior to the planned tour by the
Town of Cheshire on January 13" due to a predicted snowstorm that would have obstructed observation of the
ground surface.

The tour started and ended at the commuter parking lot. A figure is attached showing the approximate route and
locations of specific photographs. The photographs are attached and were taken sequentially starting with photo
4148 and ending with 4181. The tour proceeded counterclockwise around the Site perimeter starting in an
eastward direction from the commuter lot. Specific observations are discussed below.

e An abandoned car (4149 and 4150), various debris (4153, 4154 and 4156) and what appeared to be
dilapidated dog houses (4155) were observed along the property line with the southern abutting property.
A review of aerial photographs with the property lines superimposed examined on the Connecticut
Environmental Conditions Online Advanced Viewer (CTECO) indicates these features are located on the
adjacent property to the south of the Site.
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e An abandoned empty drum (4158) was observed at the base of a steep incline. The drum was not noted
in the Woodard & Curran report. The ground surface did not appear to be impacted by a spill from the
drum. The previous contents of the drum are unknown.

* Alarge flat clearing (4160, 4162, 4163 and 4164) approximately 2 acres in size is centrally located on the
site. A few piles of gravel remain in this area. A fire pit with charred wood was present in the middle of the
clearing. ATV trails exit the clearing at various locations. No evidence of staining was observed.

* A portion of an abandoned car (4164) was located in the south-central area of the Site. No staining was
observed in the vicinity of the auto carcass.

* A drainage structure (4174-4177) is located north of the clearing. Black corrugated plastic pipe enters and
exits the structure. No staining was observed on the water/ice in the structure.

* A deteriorated metal drum (4178) was observed in the northwest quadrant of the Site. No staining was
obvious; however, the drum has likely been in this location for many years.

» Concrete pads were also observed in the northwest quadrant of the Site. No staining was observed in the
vicinity of the pads.

+ No remnants of the orchard that was located north of the commuter lot was observed.

In summary, observations of concern include the two areas where abandoned drums were observed and the area
of the former orchard. During the time when the orchard operated pesticides containing lead and arsenic were
commonly used. In some instances, the concentrations of these elements exceed applicable DEEP criteria for
residential and industrial commercial uses and for aquifer protection areas.

Freedom of Information Request

A Freedom of Information Request was filed with the Connecticut Department of Transportation on December 26,
2024, requesting “All environmental reports and analytical testing results for 58 +/- Acres of land formerly owned
by the State of Connecticut adjacent to Interstate 691 with frontage on Route 10 in Cheshire, CT (AKA Highland
Avenue Map 4, Lot 33, Cheshire, Connecticut). The property was transferred from the State of Connecticut to the
Town of Cheshire on 10/27/2021 by Quit Claim Deed.”

The Connecticut Department of Transportation responded via email on January 8, 2025, indicating, “There are no
records pertaining to environmental reports or analytical testing results for the property referenced in the FOIA
request.”

DEEP File Search

The Connecticut Department of Energy & Environmental Protection (DEEP) Document Search Portal was queried
for available reports associated with Route 10, Highland Avenue and Birch Drive in the vicinity of the Site.

Four spill reports were identified, three of which involved vehicle spills on Highland Avenue. One report from June
24, 2021, indicates a few containers of waste oil were left in a grass area of the commuter lot. DEEP contacted a
spill contractor who consolidated the waste oil in a drum for proper disposal. Copies of the spill reports are
attached.

Aquifer Protection Area

The entire site, except for the area around the commuter lot, is underlined by an aquifer protection area (APA).
APAs are governed by Town of Cheshire aquifer protection regulations (attached) and by Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies (RCSA) §22a-354i-1(34) (attached). The regulations prohibit certain activities that
could cause harm to the aquifer. The Cheshire regulations define hazardous materials as “any hazardous
substances as defined in 40 CFR 302.4 and listed therein at Table 302.4..." Select pages from 40 CFR 302.4 are
attached. The regulations identify ammonia as a hazardous substance. It is possible that an ammonia-based
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refrigeration system could be prohibited or require a permit from the local regulatory agency to operate. 3 Square
LLC has indicated that the proposed cold storage warehouse will use CO: as a refrigerant, not ammonia.

Summary and Recommendations

Areas of concern that were identified during the environmental review include the presence of an orchard that
operated during the early to mid-1900’s in the area north of the commuter lot. Lead/arsenic based pesticides used
during that period many have impacted soils at concentrations exceeding applicable DEEP criteria. Soil sampling
would be required to determine if contaminants are present at levels that could require special handling and/or
remediation.

The presence of two abandoned drums may represent a concern, depending on if the contents of the drums were
spilled to the underlying soils. Soil sampling in the vicinity of the drums would be required to determine possible
impacts to underlying soils.

The Site is almost entirely underlain by an APA. The APAs are regulated by municipal and state regulations that
prohibit certain types of activities that could cause harm to the aquifer. We recommend that future light industrial
uses be evaluated for compliance with applicable aquifer protection regulations.

Aquifer Protection Areas-Land Use Controls

Sec. 22a-354i-1. Definitions

For the purpose of sections 22a-354i-1 to 22a-354i-10, inclusive, of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies, the following definitions apply:

(1) “Affected water company” means “affected water company” as defined in section
22a-354h of the Connecticut General Statutes;

(2) “Applicant” means, as appropriate in context, a person who applies for an exemption
under section 22a-354i-6 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, or a permit
under section 22a-354i-8 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(3) “Application” means, as appropriate in context, an application for an exemption under
section 22a-354i-6 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, or an application for
a permit under section 22a-354i-8 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(4) *“Aquifer protection area” means “aquifer protection area” as defined in section 22a-
354h of the Connecticut General Statutes and any extension of such area approved by the
Commissioner pursuant to section 22a-354i-4 of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies;

(5) “Area of contribution” means “area of contribution” as defined in section 22a-354h
of the Connecticut General Statutes and as mapped in accordance with section 22a-354b-1
of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(6) “Bulk storage facility” means property where oil or petroleum liquids are received
by tank vessel, pipeline, railroad car or tank vehicle for the purpose of storage for wholesale
distribution;

(7) “Certified Hazardous Materials Manager” means a hazardous materials manager
certified by the Institute of Hazardous Materials Managers and who is qualified by reason
of relevant specialized training and relevant specialized experience to conduct audits of
regulated activities to ensure compliance with applicable law and identify appropriate
pollution prevention practices for such activities;

(8) “Commissioner” means the Commissioner of Environmental Protection, or his or
her agent;

(9) “Domestic sewage” means “domestic sewage” as defined in section 22a-430-3(a) of
the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(10) “Facility” means property where a regulated activity is conducted by any person,
including without limitation any buildings located on the property that are owned or leased
by that person; and includes contiguous land owned, leased, or for which there is an option
to purchase by that person;

(11) “Floor drain” means any opening in a floor or surface which opening or surface
receives materials spilled or deposited thereon;

(12) “Hazardous material” means (A) any hazardous substance as defined in 40 CFR
302.4 and listed therein at Table 302.4, excluding mixtures with a total concentration of
less than 1% hazardous substances based on volume, (B) any hazardous waste as defined
in section 22a-449(c)-101 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, (C) any
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Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies

pesticide as defined in section 22a-47 of the Connecticut General Statutes, or (D) any oil or
petroleum as defined in section 22a-448 of the Connecticut General Statutes;

(13) *Hazardous waste” means “hazardous waste” as defined in section 22a-449(c)-101
of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(14) “Industrial laundry” means a facility for washing clothes, cloth or other fabric used
in industrial operations;

(15) “Infiltration device” means any discharge device installed below or above the
ground surface which device is designed to discharge liquid to the ground;

(16) “Inland wetland map™ means a map pursuant to section 22a-42a of the Connecticut
General Statutes;

(17) “ISO 14001 environmental management system certification™ means a current ISO
14001 environmental management system certification issued by an ISO 14001
environmental management system registrar that is accredited by the American National
Standards Institute and Registrar Accreditation Board;

(20) “Municipal aquifer protection agency” means the board or commission authorized
by the municipality under section 22a-3540 of the Connecticut General Statutes;

(21) “Municipality” means “municipality” as defined in section 22a-354h of the
Connecticut General Statutes;

(22) “Owner” means the owner or lessee of the facility in question;

(23) “De-icing chemical” means sodium chloride, calcium chloride, or calcium
magnesium acetate;

(24) “Person” means any individual, firm, partnership, association, syndicate, company,
trust, corporation, limited liability company, municipality, agency, political or administrative
subdivision of the state, federal agencies as permitted by law, or other legal entity of any
kind;

(26) “Pollution prevention” means the use of processes and materials so as to reduce or
minimize the amount of hazardous materials used or the quantity and concentration of
pollutants in waste generated;

(27) “Professional engineer” means a professional engineer licensed in accordance with
chapter 391 of the Connecticut General Statutes, and who is qualified by reason of relevant
specialized training and relevant specialized experience to conduct audits of regulated
activities to ensure compliance with applicable law and identify appropriate pollution
prevention practices for such activities;

(37) “Storage™ means the holding or possession of any hazardous material;

(38) “Storage tank™ means a stationary device which is designed to store hazardous
materials, and is constructed of non-earthen materials including without limitation concrete,
steel, fiberglass or plastic;

(39) *Topographic feature” means an object, whether natural or man-made, located on
the earth surface and of sufficient size that it appears on a 1:24,000 scale topographic
quadrangle map drawn by the United States Geological Survey;

(40) “Underground” when referring to a storage tank or storage tank component means
that ten percent or more of the volumetric capacity of such tank or component is below the
surface of the ground and that portion which is below the surface of the ground is not fully
visible for inspection;

(41) “Vehicle” or “vehicles” means a “vessel” as defined by section 15-170 of the
Connecticut General Statutes, and any vehicle propelled or drawn by any non-muscular
power, including without limitation an automobile, aircraft, all-terrain vehicle or
snowmobile;

(42) “Waters” means “waters” as defined in section 22a-423 of the Connecticut General
Statutes;

Sec. 22a-354i-2. Delineation of aquifer protection area boundaries
(a) The municipal zoning, planning, or planning and zoning commission shall complete
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the following not later than one hundred twenty (120) days after being notified by the
Commissioner that one or more level A mapping boundaries are located entirely or partially
within such municipality:

(1) Delineate such boundaries on the municipal zoning map adopted pursuant to section
8-3 of the Connecticut General Statutes, or on the municipal inland wetlands and
watercourses map adopted pursuant to section 22a-42a of the Connecticut General Statutes
if such zoning map does not exist;

(2) designate such delineated areas as aquifer protection areas; and

(3) publish notice of such delineation in a newspaper having substantial circulation in
the area of such delineation.

(b) The notice required by subsection (a)(3) of this section shall include at least the
following:

(1) A map or a detailed description of the subject aquifer protection area; and

(2) the name, address, and telephone number of a representative of the municipal aquifer
protection agency who may be contacted for further information.

(¢) No later than one hundred twenty (120) days after receiving notification from the
Commissioner that an aquifer protection area boundary has been amended in accordance
with section 22a-354b-1(i) or 22a-354b-1(j) of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies, each municipality affected by the amended boundary shall amend such municipal
zoning district map or inland wetland map to reflect such amended boundary.

Sec. 22a-354i-3. Adoption of municipal regulations; commissioner’s approval

(a) Not later than six (6) months after a municipality receives notice from the
Commissioner that a level A mapping boundary is located in such municipality, the
municipal aquifer protection agency thereof shall adopt regulations pursuant to section 22a-
354p of the Connecticut General Statutes.

(b) The Commissioner shall submit written notification of approval or disapproval of
such regulations to the municipal aquifer protection agency pursuant to section 22a-354p(f)
of the Connecticut General Statutes. If the Commissioner disapproves a municipal
regulation, the municipal aquifer protection agency shall, not later than ninety (90) days
after such disapproval, adopt and submit a revision that corrects and addresses the
deficiencies identified by the Commissioner. The Commissioner shall consider such revised
regulation in the same manner he considers a regulation submitted under this section.

(¢) Once a regulation becomes effective pursuant to section 22a-354p(f) of the
Connecticut General Statutes, any amendments thereto shall only become effective when
the Commissioner determines, in writing, that the amended regulation is reasonably related
to ground water protection and is not inconsistent with the state aquifer protection
regulations.

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Sec. 22a-354i-4. Extension of aquifer protection area boundaries for administrative
purposes; approval

(a) A municipal aquifer protection agency may submit a written request to the
Commissioner to extend an aquifer protection area boundary adopted under section 22a-
354i-2 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies to coincide with the nearest
property line, municipal boundary or topographic feature. Such proposed extension shall,
at a minimum, fully encompass the aquifer protection areas bounded by the approved level
A mapping but shall not exceed the distance necessary to clarify the location of the aquifer
protection area or to facilitate the administration of regulations pertaining thereto. An aquifer
protection area boundary may not be extended without prior written approval of the
Commissioner.

(b) Any request by a municipal aquifer protection agency to the Commissioner for
extension of an aquifer protection area boundary under subsection (a) of this section shall
include at least the following:

(1) A map to scale delineating (A) the level A mapping boundary proposed to be extended
within such municipality, and (B) the proposed extension of the aquifer protection area
boundary;

(2) a certification by the chairperson of the requesting municipal aquifer protection
agency that such agency has provided notice of such request to all owners of property within
the proposed extended aquifer protection area and all affected water companies in
accordance with the following:

(A) Such notice shall include at least the following:

(i) A map showing the aquifer protection area boundaries and the proposed extension of
such boundaries,

(ii) the name, address, and telephone number of a representative of the municipal aquifer
protection agency who may be contacted for further information, and

(iii) astatement that any person may, not later than thirty (30) days after said notification,
submit to the municipal aquifer protection agency written comments on such proposed
boundary extension;

(B) Such notice shall be effectuated by the following:

(i) Delivery of notice by certified mail to those individuals and entities identified in
subdivision (2) of this subsection, or

(ii) the publication of a notice in a newspaper having substantial circulation in the
affected area; and posting of notice near the proposed boundaries of the subject aquifer
protection area of at least four signs each of which must be at least four square feet in size;
and

(3) a summary of all comments received by such agency regarding the proposed
extension and its response to each comment.

(¢) Not later than sixty (60) days after receiving the Commissioner’s written approval
of a request to extend an aquifer protection area boundary, the requesting municipal aquifer
protection agency shall delineate such extended boundary on the municipal zoning district
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or inland wetland map identified in section 22a-354i-2 of the Regulations of Connecticut
State Agencies and shall designate such delineated area as an aquifer protection area.

(Adopted effective February 2, 2004)

Sec. 22a-354i-5. Prohibited and regulated activities

(a) All regulated activities are prohibited in aquifer protection areas, except as specified
in subsection (b) of this section.

(b) The following regulated activities are not prohibited in aquifer protection areas:

(1) A registered regulated activity which is conducted in compliance with section 22a-
354i-9 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies; and

(2) aregulated activity which has received a permit issued pursuant to section 22a-354i-
8 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

(c) The following are not regulated activities:

(1) Any activity conducted at a residence without compensation;

(2) any activity involving the use or storage of no more than two and one-half (2.5)
gallons of each type of hazardous material on-site at any one time, provided the total of all
hazardous materials on-site does not exceed fifty-five (55) gallons at any one time;

(3) any agricultural activity regulated pursuant to section 22a-354m(d) of the Connecticut
General Statutes;

(4) any activity provided all the following conditions are satisfied:

(A) such activity takes place solely within an enclosed building in an area with an
impermeable floor,

(B) such activity involves no more than 10% of the floor area in the building where the
activity takes place,

(C) any hazardous material used in connection with such activity is stored in such
building at all times,

(D) all waste waters generated by such activity are lawfully disposed through a
connection to a publicly owned treatment works, and

(E) such activity does not involve (i) repair or maintenance of internal combustion
engines, including without limitation, vehicles, or equipment associated with such vehicles,
(ii) underground storage of any hazardous material, or (iii) above ground storage of more
than one hundred and ten (110) gallons of hazardous materials;

(3) any activity solely involving the use of lubricating oil provided all the following
conditions are satisfied:

(A) such activity does not involve cleaning of metals with chlorinated solvents at the
facility,

(B) such activity takes place solely within an enclosed building in an area with an
impermeable floor,

(C) any hazardous material used in connection with such activity is stored in such
building at all times, and

(D) such activity does not involve (i) repair or maintenance of internal combustion
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engines, including without limitation, vehicles, or equipment associated with such vehicles,
(ii) underground storage of any hazardous material, or (iii) above ground storage of more
than 110 gallons of such lubricating oil and associated hazardous waste; and

(6) any activity involving the dispensing of oil or petroleum from an above-ground
storage tank or tanks with an aggregate volume of 2000 gallons or less provided all the
following conditions are satisfied:

(A) such dispensing activity takes place solely on a paved surface which is covered by
a roof,

(B) the above-ground storage tank (or tanks) is a double-walled tank with overfill alarms,
and

(C) all associated piping is either above ground, or has secondary containment.

Sec. 22a-354i-6. Application for an exemption from prohibition or regulation

(a) The Commissioner may, after the receipt of an application in accordance with the
provisions of this section, exempt a regulated activity from the state aquifer protection
regulations if he determines that such activity does not and will not pose a threat to any
public supply well subject to regulation under section 22a-354c or 22a-354z of the
Connecticut General Statutes. An exemption shall not be granted unless the owner of such
activity clearly and convincingly demonstrates and the Commissioner finds that, if any
hazardous material is released into the ground from the subject regulated activity, treatment
would not be required to render the ground water suitable for drinking. Any exemption
granted by the Commissioner shall be in writing, shall explicitly state the findings upon
which the exemption was granted, and shall provide for the terms of such exemption.

(b) An applicant for an exemption under subsection (a) of this section shall submit an
application therefor to the Commissioner on a form prescribed by him, and shall
concurrently submit a copy of such application to the municipal aquifer protection agency,
any affected water company and the Commissioner of Public Health. The application shall
include at least the following:

(1) A map showing the location of the subject regulated activity plotted on a 1:24,000
scale United States Geological Survey topographic quadrangle base;

(2) a description of the purpose and nature of the subject regulated activity, and any
associated processes;

(3) a description of the chemical composition of the hazardous material and means of
disposal of any waste, including waste water, generated or to be generated in connection
with the subject regulated activity;

(4) a map showing the location of all points of any waste water discharged or to be
discharged to waters of the state, plotted on a 1:24,000 scale United States Geological
Survey topographic quadrangle base, and if the discharge points are of a density such that
they may not be clearly shown at the scale of 1:24,000, an enlargement of that area showing
the discharge points shall be provided;
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(5) a written demonstration that any hazardous material released into the ground from
the subject regulated activity would not render the ground water unsuitable for drinking
without treatment;

(6) any other information that the Commissioner reasonably deems necessary to
determine whether the subject regulated activity poses or may pose a threat to the ground
water; and

(7) the following certification by the applicant and a certified hazardous materials
manager or a professional engineer signed after satisfying the statements set forth in the
following certification:

“I have personally examined and am familiar with the information submitted in this
exemption application and all attachments, and I certify, based on reasonable investigation,
including my inquiry of those individuals responsible for obtaining the information, the
submitted information is true, accurate and complete to the best of my knowledge and belief.
I understand that any false statement made in the submitted information is punishable as a
criminal offense under section 53a-157b of the Connecticut General Statutes and any other
applicable law.”

(c) A municipal aquifer protection agency, any affected water company or the
Commissioner of Public Health may, not later than sixty (60) days after receiving a copy of
an application for exemption under this section, submit to the Commissioner written
comments on such application. The Commissioner shall give due consideration to any such
comments.

(d) The Commissioner shall send a notice by certified mail to the applicant of his
approval or denial of an exemption application and a copy of the notice to the Commissioner
of the Department of Public Health, the affected water company and the municipal aquifer
protection agency.

(e) If the Commissioner denies an application for an exemption for a regulated activity,
such regulated activity is prohibited unless such activity can be registered pursuant to section
22a-354i-7 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies. Any such registration shall
be made not later than thirty (30) days after receipt of the Commissioner’s written
disapproval of the exemption. The Commissioner shall send notice of said disapproval by
certified mail.

Sec. 22a-354i-7. Registration of regulated activities

(a) The Commissioner shall process registrations for those regulated activities specified
in section 22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General Statutes. The municipal aquifer protection
agency shall process registrations for all other regulated activities.

(b) Any person engaged in a regulated activity which substantially commenced, or was
in active operation within the past five (5) years, or with respect to which a municipal
building permit was issued, either (A) before the effective date of the state aquifer protection
regulations, or (B) before the date an applicable aquifer protection area is designated on a
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municipal zoning district map or inland wetland map, whichever occurs later, shall register
the activity on a form prescribed by the Commissioner in accordance with this section unless
such person has pending an application for an exemption pursuant to section 22a-354i-6 of
the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

(1) Ifthe regulated activity is specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General
Statutes, the person engaged in such activity shall submit a registration to the Commissioner
not later than one hundred eighty (180) days, unless otherwise authorized in writing by the
commissioner, after adoption of regulations pursuant to section 22a-354p of the Connecticut
General Statutes; or the designation the aquifer protection area pursuant to section 22a-
354i-2 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, whichever occurs later. Said person
shall simultaneously file a copy of the registration with the municipal aquifer protection
agency, Commissioner of Public Health and the affected water company.

(2) If the regulated activity is not specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut
General Statutes, the person engaged in such activity shall submit a registration to the
municipal aquifer protection agency not later than one hundred eighty (180) days, unless
otherwise authorized in writing by the commissioner, after adoption of regulations pursuant
to section 22a-354p of the Connecticut General Statutes; or the designation the aquifer
protection area pursuant to section 22a-354i-2 of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies; whichever occurs later. Said person shall simultaneously file a copy of the
registration with the Commissioner, Commissioner of Public Health and the affected water
company.

(c) A registration shall include the following:

(1) The name, business telephone number, street address and mailing address of the:

(A) Registrant; if the registrant is a corporation or limited partnership, the full name of
the facility and such corporation or limited partnership as registered with the Connecticut
Secretary of State, and any officer or governing or managing body of any partnership,
association, firm or corporation,

(B) owner of such facility if different than the registrant, and

(C) manager or operator overseeing the operations of such facility;

(2) the location of such facility, using street address or other appropriate method of
location, and a map showing the property boundaries of the facility on a 1:24,000 scale
United States Geological Survey topographic quadrangle base;

(3) an identification of the regulated activity or activities conducted at the facility, as
described in section 22a-354i-1(34) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, which
regulated activity or activities shall consist of any regulated activity which substantially
commenced, was in active operation, or with respect to which a municipal building permit
was issued within the past five years; and

(4) a certification by the registrant that the subject regulated activity is in compliance
with the best management practices set forth in section 22a-354i-9(a) of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies, as follows, signed after satisfying the statements set forth in
the following certification:
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“I have personally examined and am familiar with the information submitted in this
registration and all attachments, and I certify, based on reasonable investigation, including
my inquiry of those individuals responsible for obtaining the information, the submitted
information is true, accurate and complete to the best of my knowledge and belief. |
understand that any false statement made in this document or certification may be
punishable as a criminal offense under section 53a-157b of the Connecticut General Statutes
and any other applicable law.”

(d) When deemed necessary to protect a public supply well subject to regulation under
section 22a-354c or section 22a-354z of the Connecticut General Statutes, the
Commissioner or the municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, may:

(1) require, by written notice, any registrant to submit for review and written approval a
storm water management plan in accordance with section 22a-354i-9(b) of the Regulations
of Connecticut State Agencies; if so required, the storm water management plan shall be
implemented immediately upon its approval; or

(2) require, by written notice, any registrant to submit for review and written approval
the materials management plan prepared in accordance with 22a-354i-9(a)(5) of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies; if so required, the materials management plan
shall be implemented immediately upon its approval.

(e) General provisions in the issuance of all registrations are as follows:

(1) The Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, has relied
in whole or in part on information provided by the registrant and if such information
subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete or inaccurate, the registration may
be modified, suspended or revoked;

(2) all registrations issued by the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency,
as appropriate, are subject to and do not derogate any present or future rights or powers of
the Commissioner, municipal aquifer protection agency, or municipality, and convey no
rights in real estate or material nor any exclusive privileges, and are further subject to any
and all public and private rights and to any federal, state, and municipal laws or regulations
pertinent to the subject land or activity;

(3) a complete registration shall expire five (5) years from the date of receipt of such
registration by the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate;
and

(4) the registrant shall apply to the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency,
as appropriate, to renew the registration on a form prescribed by the Commissioner for a
facility prior to expiration of such registration. If a registered regulated activity is out of
business or inactive when registration renewal is required, a five (5) year allowance shall
be in effect from the date the registration expires. If the registrant has not applied to renew
the registration within five (5) years of the date the registration expires, the facility is no
longer eligible for registration.

(f) If aregulated activity which is eligible for registration in accordance with subsection
(b) of this section fails to be registered or if the registrant of an active registered activity
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fails to apply for renewal prior to expiration, the Commissioner or municipal aquifer
protection agency, as appropriate, may accept a late registration at their discretion, subject
to the limitations in subsection (e)(4) of this section.

(g) The registrant may apply to transfer the registration for a facility. Such application
for transfer shall be made to the commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as
appropriate.

(1) A registration for regulated activities specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the
Connecticut General Statutes, may be transferred by the Commissioner. Such transfer shall
be executed in conformance with sections 22a-60 and 22a-6m of the Connecticut General
Statutes using a form prescribed by the Commissioner.

(2) A registration for regulated activities not specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the
Connecticut General Statutes may be transferred by the municipal aquifer protection agency.
Such transfer shall be executed using a form prescribed by the Commissioner and submitted
to the municipal aquifer protection agency.

(h) If the Commissioner, or the municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate,
determines that a registration submitted in accordance with subsection (b), (e) or (f) of this
section is incomplete, the Commissioner or the municipal aquifer protection agency shall
reject the registration and notify the registrant of what additional information is needed and
the date by which it must be submitted. If the registration submitted in accordance with
subsection (b), (e) or (f) of this section is determined to be complete and the regulated
activity is eligible for registration, the commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency,
as appropriate, shall send written notification of such registration to the registrant. Such
registration shall be determined to be complete and eligible if the registrant has not otherwise
received a notice of rejection or notice that the regulated activity is not eligible for
registration from the Commissioner, or the municipal aquifer protection agency, as
appropriate, not later than one hundred eighty (180) days after the date the registration is
received by the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate.

Sec. 22a-354i-8. Permit requirements

(a) Any person may apply for a permit to add a regulated activity to a facility where a
registered regulated activity occurs.

(b) The Commissioner shall process permit applications for those regulated activities
specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General Statutes. The municipal aquifer
protection agency shall process permit applications for all other regulated activities.

(¢) An application for a permit shall be made on a form prescribed by the Commissioner.
Simultaneously with filing an application, the applicant shall send a copy of the application
to the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, the
Commissioner of Public Health and the affected water company. An application shall
include the following information:

(1) The information as required for a registration under section 22a-354i-7(c) of the
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Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies shall be provided for the proposed regulated
activity;

(2) aconfirmation and commitment that all regulated activities at the facility shall:

(A) be and remain in compliance with section 22a-354i-9(a) of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies,

(B) not increase the number of underground storage tanks used for storage of hazardous
materials, and

(C) be in and remain in compliance with all local, state, and federal environmental laws;

(3) a materials management plan prepared in accordance with section 22a-354i-9(a)(5)
of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(4) a storm water management plan in accordance with section 22a-354i-9(b) of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(5) the following environmental compliance information with respect to environmental
violations which occurred at the facility where the regulated activities are conducted, within
the five years immediately preceding the date of the application:

(A) any criminal conviction involving a violation of any environmental protection law,

(B) any civil penalty imposed in any state or federal judicial proceeding, or any penalty
exceeding five thousand dollars imposed in any administrative proceeding, and

(C) any judicial or administrative orders issued regarding any such violation together
with the dates, case or docket numbers, or other information which identifies the proceeding.
For any such proceeding initiated by the state or federal government, the Commissioner, or
municipal aquifer protection agency as appropriate, may require submission of a copy of
any official document associated with the proceeding, the final judgment or order;

(6) for regulated activities specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General
Statutes, the compliance information required by subdivision (5) of this subsection is in
addition to any information that the Commissioner may require pursuant to section 22a-6m
of the Connecticut General Statutes;

(7) any additional information deemed necessary, by the Commissioner or municipal
aquifer protection agency as appropriate, regarding potential threats to the ground water
and proposed safeguards; and

(8) the following certification signed by the applicant and the individual responsible for
preparing the application, after satisfying the statements set forth in the certification:

“I have personally examined and am familiar with the information submitted in this
document and all attachments, and I certify, based on reasonable investigation, including
my inquiry of those individuals responsible for obtaining the information, the submitted
information is true, accurate and complete to the best of my knowledge and belief. |
understand that any false statement made in the submitted information is punishable as a
criminal offense under section 53a-157b of the Connecticut General Statutes and any other
applicable law.”

(d) A municipal aquifer protection agency, the Commissioner, any affected water
company or the Commissioner of Public Health may, not later than sixty (60) days after
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receiving a copy of an application for a permit under this section, submit to the
Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, written comments
on such application. The Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as
appropriate, shall give due consideration to any such comments, and shall provide a copy
of the decision to the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate,
the affected water company and the Commissioner of Public Health.

(e) The Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, shall not
issue a permit unless a complete application has been received and the applicant
demonstrates, to the Commissioner’s or municipal aquifer protection agency’s satisfaction,
as appropriate, that all applicable requirements of this section have been satisfied and all of
the following standards and criteria have been met:

(1) The proposed regulated activity shall take place at a facility where a registered
regulated activity occurs;

(2) the proposed regulated activity shall not increase the number or storage capacity of
underground storage tanks used for hazardous materials except for the replacement of an
existing underground storage tank in accordance with section 22a-354i-9(a)(3) of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(3) the materials management plan and storm water management plan have been
satisfactorily prepared in accordance with sections 22a-354i-9(a)(5) and 22a-354i-9(b),
respectively, of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(4) the applicant has submitted a confirmation and commitment that all regulated
activities shall be and remain in compliance with all local, state and federal environmental
laws in accordance with subsection (¢)(2)(C) of this section;

(5) the applicant’s compliance record shall not indicate (A) that any noncompliance
resulted from indifference to or disregard for the legal requirements, (B) an unwillingness
or inability to devote the resources necessary to comply and remain in compliance, or (C)
that instances of noncompliance have led to serious environmental harm, harm to human
health or safety, or a substantial risk of such harm;

(6) the proposed regulated activity shall be conducted in accordance with section 22a-
354i-9 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies;

(7) the registered regulated activity is being conducted in accordance with section 22a-
354i-9 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies; and

(8) the certification required under subsection (¢)(8) of this section has been signed by
the applicant and the individual responsible for preparing the application.

(f) The Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, may
impose reasonable conditions or limitations on any permit issued under this section to assure
protection of the ground water, including but not limited to the following:

(1) Best management practices in addition to those set forth in section 22a-354i-9 of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies; and

(2) ground water monitoring.

(g) General provisions in the issuance of all permits are as follows:
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(1) The Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, has relied
in whole or in part on information provided by the applicant and if such information
subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete or inaccurate, the permit may be
modified, suspended or revoked;

(2) all permits issued by the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as
appropriate, are subject to and do not derogate any present or future rights or powers of the
Commissioner, municipal aquifer protection agency, or municipality, and convey no rights
in real estate or material nor any exclusive privileges, and are further subject to any and all
public and private rights and to any federal, state, and municipal laws or regulations
pertinent to the subject land or activity; and

(3) the permit shall expire ten (10) years from the date of issuance of such permit by the
Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate.

(4) A person shall apply to the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency,
as appropriate, to renew the permit on a form prescribed by the Commissioner prior to
expiration of such permit. Such renewal shall be granted upon request by the Commissioner
or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, unless a substantial change in the
permitted activity has been made, or enforcement action with regard to the regulated activity
has been taken, in which case, a new permit application shall be submitted and reviewed in
accordance with the provisions of this section of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies.

(h) A person may request a modification of a permit from the Commissioner or municipal
aquifer protection agency, as appropriate. Such request shall be on a form prescribed by the
Commissioner, and shall include the facts and reasons supporting the request. The
Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate, may require the
applicant to submit a new application for a permit or renewal in lieu of a modification
request.

(i) A person may apply to transfer the permit for a facility. Such application for transfer
shall be made to the Commissioner or municipal aquifer protection agency, as appropriate,

(1) A permit for regulated activities specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut
General Statutes, may be transferred by the Commissioner. Such transfer shall be executed
in conformance with sections 22a-60 and 22a-6m of the Connecticut General Statutes using
a form prescribed by the Commissioner.

(2) A permit for regulated activities not specified in section 22a-354p(g) of the
Connecticut General Statutes may be transferred by the municipal aquifer protection agency.
Such transfer shall be executed using a form prescribed by the Commissioner and submitted
to the municipal aquifer protection agency.

Sec. 22a-354i-9. Best management practices for regulated activities

(a) Every regulated activity shall be conducted in accordance with the following:
(1) Hazardous materials may be stored above ground within an aquifer protection area
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only in accordance with the following conditions:

(A) hazardous material shall be stored in a building or under a roof that minimizes storm
water entry to the hazardous material storage area, except that a roof is not required for a
bulk storage facility as defined in section 22a-354i-1(6) of the Regulations of Connecticut
State Agencies,

(B) floors within a building or under a roof where hazardous material may be stored
shall be constructed or treated to protect the surface of the floor from deterioration due to
spillage of any such material,

(C) astructure which may be used for storage or transfer of hazardous material shall be
protected from storm water run-on, and ground water intrusion,

(D) hazardous material shall be stored within an impermeable containment area which
is capable of containing at least the volume of the largest container of such hazardous
material present in such area, or 10% of the total volume of all such containers in such area,
whichever is larger, without overflow of released hazardous material from the containment
area,

(E) hazardous material shall not be stored with other hazardous materials that are
incompatible and may create a hazard of fire, explosion or generation of toxic substances,

(F) hazardous material shall be stored only in a container that has been certified by a
state or federal agency or the American Society of Testing Materials as suitable for the
transport or storage of such material,

(G) hazardous material shall be stored only in an area that is secured against unauthorized
entry by the public, and

(H) the requirements of this subdivision are intended to supplement, and not to supersede,
any other applicable requirements of federal, state, or local law, including applicable
requirements of the Resource Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976, as amended;

(2) no person shall increase the number of underground storage tanks used to store
hazardous materials;

(3) an underground storage tank used to store hazardous materials shall not be replaced
with a larger tank unless (A) there is no more than a 25% increase in volume of the larger
replacement tank, and (B) the larger replacement tank is a double-walled tank with co-axial
piping, both meeting new installation component standards pursuant to 22a-449(d)-1(e) and
22a-449(d)-102 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, and with interstitial
monitoring;

(4) no person shall use, maintain or install floor drains, dry wells or other infiltration
devices or appurtenances which allow the release of waste waters to the ground, unless such
release is permitted by the Commissioner in accordance with sections 22a-430 or 22a-430b
of the Connecticut General Statutes; and

(5) a materials management plan shall be developed and implemented in accordance
with the following:

(A) A materials management plan shall contain, at a minimum, the following information
with respect to the subject regulated activity:
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(i) A pollution prevention assessment consisting of a detailed evaluation of alternatives
to the use of hazardous materials or processes and practices that would reduce or eliminate
the use of hazardous materials, and implementation of such alternatives where possible and
feasible,

(ii) a description of any operations or practices which may pose a threat of pollution to
the aquifer, which shall include the following:

(a) a process flow diagram identifying where hazardous materials are stored, disposed
and used, and where hazardous wastes are generated and subsequently stored and disposed,

(b) an inventory of all hazardous materials which are likely to be or will be manufactured,
produced, stored, utilized or otherwise handled, and

(c) a description of waste, including waste waters generated, and a description of how
such wastes are handled, stored and disposed,

(iii) the name, street address, mailing address, title and telephone number of the
individual(s) responsible for implementing the materials management plan and the
individual(s) who should be contacted in an emergency,

(iv) a record-keeping system to account for the types, quantities, and disposition of
hazardous materials which are manufactured, produced, utilized, stored, or otherwise
handled or which are discharged or emitted; such record-keeping system shall be maintained
at the subject facility and shall be made available thereat for inspection during normal
business hours by the Commissioner and the municipal aquifer protection agency, and

(v) anemergency response plan for responding to a release of hazardous materials. Such
plan shall describe how each such release could result in pollution to the underlying aquifer
and shall set forth the methods used or to be used to prevent and abate any such a release;

(B) when a materials management plan is required under either section 22a-354i-7(d)
or 22a-354i-8(c), such materials management plan shall be completed and certified by a
professional engineer or a certified hazardous materials manager, or, if the facility where
the regulated activity is conducted has received and maintained an 1SO 14001 environmental
management system certification, then the registrant may complete and certify the materials
management plan; and

(C) the materials management plan shall be maintained at the subject facility and shall
be made available thereat for inspection during normal business hours by the Commissioner
and the municipal aquifer protection agency.

(b) The development and implementation of a storm water management plan shall be
required for regulated activities in accordance with sections 22a-354i-7(d) and 22a-354i-
8(c) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, as follows:

(1) A storm water management plan shall assure that storm water run-off generated by
the subject regulated activity is (i) managed in a manner so as to prevent pollution of ground
water, and (ii) shall comply with all of the requirements for the General Permit of the
Discharge of Storm Water associated with a Commercial Activity issued pursuant to section
22a-430b of the Connecticut General Statutes; and

(2) upon approval by the Commissioner or the municipal aquifer protection agency, as
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appropriate, the storm water management plan shall be enforceable by the Commissioner
or such agency, as appropriate.

Sec. 22a-354i-10. Other state, federal and local laws

Nothing in any exemption issued under section 22a-354i-6 of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies, any registration submitted under section 22a-354i-7 of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, or any regulated activity permitted under section
22a-354i-8 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies shall relieve any person of
any other obligations under any local, state, or federal law.

Aquifers are an essential natural resource and a major source of public drinking water for
the State of Connecticut. Use of groundwater will increase as the population grows and
opportunities for new surface water supplies diminish due to the rising cost of land and
increasingly intense development. At the same time, numerous drinking water wells have
been contaminated by certain land use activities, and others are now threatened. To address
this problem, Connecticut has established the Aquifer Protection Area Program
(Connecticut General Statutes §22a-354a to §22a-354bb) to identify critical water supply
aquifers and to protect them from pollution by managing land use. Protection requires
coordinated responsibilities shared by the state, municipalities, and water companies to
ensure a plentiful supply of public drinking water for present and future generations. It is,
therefore, the purpose of these regulations to protect aquifer protection areas within the
Town of Cheshire by making provisions for:

(1) Implementing regulations consistent with state regulations and An Act Concerning
Aquifer Protection Areas, Connecticut General Statutes §22a-354a to §22a-354bb
(“the Act™);

(2) Delineating aquifer protection areas on Cheshire’s Official Zoning Map;

(3) Regulating land use activity within the aquifer protection area including: prohibiting
certain new activities, registering existing regulated activities, and issuing permits for
new regulated activities at registered facilities; and

(4) Administering and enforcing these regulations.

These regulations shall be known as the Aquifer Protection Area Regulations of the Town
of Cheshire (the "APA Regulations" or “these regulations™).

These regulations were adopted and may be amended, from time to time, in accordance
with the provisions of §22a-354p of the Act, the Connecticut General Statutes §22a-354a to
§22a-354bb and the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies §22a-354i-1 through §22a-
354i-10.

The Cheshire Planning and Zoning Commission has been established as the Aquifer
Protection Agency (the "Agency") in accordance with the Section 12-8 of the Cheshire
Code of Ordinances (the "APA Ordinance") effective June 8, 2004, and shall implement the
purposes and provisions of the APA Ordinance and the Act.

The Agency shall administer all provisions of the Act and shall approve or deny
registrations; issue permits; issue permits with terms, conditions, limitations, or
modifications; or deny permits for all regulated activities in aquifer protection areas in the
Town of Cheshire pursuant to the Act.

"Affected water company” means “affected water company” as defined in §22a-354h
of the Connecticut General Statutes.

“Agency” means the Cheshire Planning and Zoning Commission authorized by the
Town of Cheshire under §22a-3540 of the Connecticut General Statutes.

“Agriculture” means “agriculture” as defined in §1-1(q) of the Connecticut General

"Applicant" means, as appropriate in context, a person who applies for an exemption

Section 9 of the APA Regulations.

"Application” means, as appropriate in context, an application for an exemption under

application for a permit under Section 9 of the APA Regulations.

Agencies.

"Area of contribution" means "area of contribution" as defined in §22a-354h of the
Connecticut General Statutes and as mapped in accordance with §22a-354b-1 of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

"Bulk storage facility" means property where oil or petroleum liquids are received by
tank vessel, pipeline, railroad car, or tank vehicle for the purpose of storage for
wholesale distribution.

“Certified Hazardous Materials Manager” means a hazardous materials manager
certified by the Institute of Hazardous Materials Management and who is qualified by
reason of relevant specialized training and relevant specialized experience to conduct
audits of regulated activities to ensure compliance with applicable laws and identify
appropriate pollution prevention practices for such activities.

"Commissioner" means the commissioner of environmental protection, or his or her
agent.

"Domestic sewage" means "domestic sewage" as defined in §22a-430-3(a) the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

"Facility" means property where a regulated activity is conducted by any person,
including without limitation any buildings located on the property that are owned or
leased by that person, and includes contiguous land owned, leased, or for which there
is an option to purchase by that person;

"Floor drain" means any opening in a floor or surface which opening or surface
receives materials spilled or deposited thereon.

"Hazardous material" means: (A) any hazardous substance as defined in 40 CFR
302.4 and listed therein at Table 302.4, excluding mixtures with a total concentration
of less than one percent (1%) hazardous substances based on volume; (B) any
hazardous waste as defined in §22a-449(c)-101 of the Regulations of Connecticut
State Agencies; (C) any pesticide as defined in §22a-47 of the Connecticut General
Statutes; or (D) any oil or petroleum as defined in §22a-448 of the Connecticut
General Statutes.

"Hazardous waste" means "hazardous waste" as defined in §22a-449(¢)-101 of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

"Industrial laundry" means a facility for washing clothes, cloth, or other fabric used in
industrial operations.

"Infiltration device" means any discharge device installed below or above the ground
surface that is designed to discharge liquid to the ground.

"Inland wetland and watercourse areas map" means a map prepared pursuant to §22a-
42a of the Connecticut General Statutes.

"ISO 14001 environmental management system certification" means a current [SO
14001 environmental management system certification issued by an ISO 14001
environmental management system registrar that is accredited by the American
National Standards Institute (ANSI) - American Society for Quality (ASQ) National
Accreditation Board (ANAB).

"Level A mapping" means the lines as shown on Level A maps approved or prepared
by the Commissioner pursuant to §22a-354c, §22a-354d, or §22a-354z of the
Connecticut General Statutes encompassing the area of contribution and recharge
areas.

"Lubricating oil" means oil that contains less than 1% chlorinated solvents and is
used for the sole purpose of lubricating, cutting, grinding, machining, stamping, or
quenching metals.

"Municipality" means "municipality" as defined in §22a-354h of the Connecticut
General Statutes.

"Owner" means the owner or lessee of the facility in question.
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"De-icing chemical" means sodium chloride, calcium chloride, calcium magnesium
acetate, or other chemicals used for de-icing.

"Person" means any individual, firm, partnership, association, syndicate, company,
trust, corporation, limited liability company, municipality, agency, political or
administrative subdivision of the state, or other legal entity of any kind.

"Pollution" means “pollution” as defined in §22a-423 of the Connecticut General
Statutes.

“Pollution prevention” means the use of processes and materials so as to reduce or
minimize the amount of hazardous materials used or the quantity and concentration of
pollutants in waste generated.

"Professional engineer" means a professional engineer licensed in accordance with
chapter 391 of the Connecticut General Statutes and who is qualified by reason of
relevant specialized training and relevant specialized experience to conduct audits of
regulated activities to ensure compliance with applicable law and to identify
appropriate pollution prevention practices for such activities.

"Publicly Owned Treatment Works” means “publicly owned treatment works™ as
defined in §22a-430-3 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

"Public service company" means "public service company" as defined in §16-1 of the
Connecticut General Statutes.

“Public supply well" means “public supply well” as defined in §19-13-B51b of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

"Recharge area" means “recharge area” as defined in §22a-354h of the Connecticut
General Statutes and as mapped in accordance with §22a-354b-1 of the Regulations
of Connecticut State Agencies.

“Registered regulated activity” means a regulated activity that has been registered
under §22a-354i-7 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies or Section 8 of
the APA Regulations and that is conducted at the facility identified in such
registration.

"Registrant" means a person who, or which, has submitted a registration for an
existing regulated activity under §22a-354i-7 of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies or Section 4 of the APA Regulations.

"Regulated activity" means any of the following activities that are located or
conducted, wholly or partially, in an aquifer protection area, except as provided for in
§22a-354i-5(c) and §22a-354i-6 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies or
in Section 4 of the APA Regulations:
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Underground storage or transmission of oil or petroleum (to the extent such
activity is not pre-empted by federal law) or hazardous material, except for: (i)
an underground storage tank that contains number two (2) fuel oil and is located
more than five hundred (500) feet from a public supply well subject to
regulation under §22a-354c or §22a-354z of the Connecticut General Statutes;
or (i1) underground electrical facilities such as transformers, breakers, or cables
containing oil for cooling or insulation purposes which are owned and operated
by a public service company;

Oil or petroleum dispensing for the purpose of retail, wholesale, or fleet use;
On-site storage of hazardous materials for the purpose of wholesale sale;

Repair, painting, or maintenance of vehicles, or internal combustion engines of
vehicles, involving the use, storage, or disposal of hazardous materials
(including solvents, lubricants, paints, brake fluids, or transmission fluids) or
the generation of hazardous wastes;

Salvage operations of metal or vehicle parts;

Wastewater discharges to groundwater other than of domestic sewage and
stormwater, except for discharges from the following that have received a
permit from the Commissioner pursuant to §22a-430 of the Connecticut
General Statutes: (i) a pump and treat system for groundwater remediation; (ii)
a potable water treatment system; (iii) heat pump system; (iv) non-contact
cooling water system; and (v) swimming pools;

Car or truck washing, unless all waste waters from such activity are lawfully
disposed of through a connection to a publicly owned treatment works;

Production or refining of chemicals, including without limitation hazardous
materials or asphalt;

Clothes or cloth cleaning service which involves the use, storage, or disposal of
hazardous materials, including without limitation dry-cleaning solvents;

Industrial laundry activity that involves the cleaning of clothes or cloth
contaminated by hazardous material, unless all waste waters from such activity
are lawfully disposed of through a connection to a publicly owned treatment
works;

Generation of electrical power by means of fossil fuels, except for: (i)
generation of electrical power by an emergency engine as defined by §22a-174-
22(a)(2) of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies; or (ii) generation of
electrical power by means of natural gas or propane;
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Production of electronic boards, electrical components, or other electrical
equipment involving the use, storage, or disposal of any hazardous material or
involving metal plating, degreasing of parts or equipment, or etching
operations;

Embalming or crematory services which involve the use, storage, or disposal of
hazardous material, unless all waste waters from such activity are lawfully
disposed of through a connection to a publicly owned treatment works;

Furniture stripping operations which involve the use, storage, or disposal of
hazardous materials;

Furniture finishing operations which involve the use, storage, or disposal of
hazardous materials, unless all waste waters from such activity are lawfully
disposed of through a connection to a publicly owned treatment works;

Storage, treatment, or disposal of hazardous waste subject to a permit under
§22a-449(c)-100 to §22a-449(c)-110, inclusive, of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies;

Biological or chemical testing, analysis, or research which involves the use,
storage, or disposal of hazardous material, unless all waste waters from such
activity are lawfully disposed of through a connection to a publicly owned
treatment works, and provided that on-site testing of a public supply well by a
public water utility is not a regulated activity;

Pest control services which involve storage, mixing, or loading of pesticides or
other hazardous materials;

Photographic finishing which involves the use, storage, or disposal of
hazardous materials, unless all waste water from such activity are lawfully
disposed of through a connection to a publicly owned treatment works;

Production or fabrication of metal products which involves the use, storage, or
disposal of hazardous materials including: (i) metal cleaning or degreasing with
industrial solvents; (ii) metal plating; or (iii) metal etching;

Printing, plate making, lithography, photoengraving, or gravure which involves
the use, storage, or disposal of hazardous materials;

Accumulation or storage of waste oil, anti-freeze, or spent lead-acid batteries
which are subject to a general permit issued under §22a-208(i) and §22a-
454(e)(1) of the Connecticut General Statutes;

Production of rubber, resin cements, elastomers, or plastic which involves the
use, storage, or disposal of hazardous materials;

(x) Storage of de-icing chemicals, unless such storage takes place within a weather-
tight, water-proof structure for the purpose of retail sale or for the purpose of
de-icing parking areas or access roads to parking areas;

(y)  Accumulation, storage, handling, recycling, disposal, reduction, processing,
burning, transfer, or composting of solid waste which is subject to a permit
issued by the Commissioner pursuant to §22a-207b, §22a-208a, and §22a-208¢
of the Connecticut General Statute, except for a potable water treatment sludge
disposal area;

(z) Dying, coating, or printing of textiles or the tanning or finishing of leather
which activity involves the use, storage, or disposal of hazardous materials;

"Release" means "release" as defined in §22a-133k-1 of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies.

"Storage" means the holding or possession of any hazardous material.

"Storage tank" means a stationary device which is designed to store hazardous
materials and is constructed of non-earthen materials, including without limitation
concrete, steel, fiberglass, or plastic.

"Topographic feature" means an object, whether natural or man-made, located on the
earth surface and of sufficient size that it appears on a 1:24,000 scale topographic
quadrangle map drawn by the United States Geological Survey.

"Underground" when referring to a storage tank or storage tank component means
that ten percent (10%) or more of the volumetric capacity of such tank or component
is below the surface of the ground and that portion that is below the surface of the
ground is not fully visible for inspection.

“Vehicle” or "vehicles" means a “vessel” as defined by §15-170 of the Connecticut
General Statutes and any vehicle propelled or drawn by any non-muscular power,
including without limitation, an automobile, aircraft, all-terrain vehicle, tractor, lawn
mower, or snowmobile.

"Waters” means “waters” as defined in §22a-423 of the Connecticut General Statutes.

"Well field" means “well field” as defined in §22a-354h of the Connecticut General

SECTION 3. Delineation of Aquifer Protection Area Boundaries

(A) The Cheshire Planning and Zoning Commission shall delineate the aquifer protection areas

(B)

on the Cheshire’s Official Zoning Map. Such delineation shall consist of the combined
areas of contribution and recharge areas as shown on Level A maps approved or prepared
by the Commissioner.

(I)  Such boundaries shall be delineated within one hundred twenty (120) days after being
notified by the Commissioner that an aquifer protection area is located partially or
entirely within the Town of Cheshire.

(2) Notice of such delineation shall be published in a newspaper having substantial
circulation in the affected area. Such notice shall include at least the following:

(a) A map or detailed description of the subject aquifer protection area; and

(b) The name, telephone number, and address of a representative of the Agency
who may be reached for further information.

In order to clarify the location of an aquifer protection area boundary, the Agency may
apply to the Commissioner to extend such boundary to coincide with the nearest property
line, municipal boundary, or topographic feature pursuant to §22a-354i-4 of the Regulations
of Connecticut State Agencies. Such extension shall, at a minimum, fully encompass the
aquifer protection areas bounded by the approved level A mapping but shall not exceed the
distance necessary to clarify the location of the aquifer protection area or to facilitate the
administration of regulations pertaining thereto. An aquifer protection area boundary may
not be extended without prior written approval of the Commissioner.

(1) Any request by the Agency to the Commissioner for extension of an aquifer
protection area boundary shall include at least the following:

(a) A map to scale delineating: (i) the aquifer protection area boundary mapped
under Section 3(A) of the APA regulations; and (ii) the proposed extension of
the aquifer protection area boundary;

(b) A certification by the chairperson or duly authorized agent of the Agency that
notice of such request has been provided to all owners of property within the
proposed extended aquifer protection area and all affected water companies in
accordance with the following:
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(i)  Such notice shall include at least the following:

(aa)

A map showing the aquifer protection area boundaries and the
proposed extension of such boundaries;

The name, address, and telephone number of a representative of
the Agency who may be contacted for further information; and

A statement that any person may, not later than thirty (30) days
after said notification, submit to the Agency written comments on
such proposed boundary extension.

(i) Such notice shall be effectuated by the following:

(aa)

Delivery of notice by certified mail to those individuals and
entities identified in subsection (B)(1)(b) of this Section 3; or

The publication of a notice in a newspaper having substantial
circulation in the affected area and posting of notice near the
proposed boundaries of the subject aquifer protection area of at
least four (4) signs each of which shall be at least four (4) square
feet in size (2' x 2').

(c) A summary of comments received by such Agency regarding the proposed
boundary extension and the Agency’s response.

Not later than sixty (60) days after receiving the Commissioner's written approval of a
request to extend an aquifer protection area boundary, the Agency shall cause such
boundary to be delineated in accordance with subsection (A) of this Section 3.

(C) No person may challenge the boundaries of the aquifer protection area under the APA
Regulations unless such challenge is based solely on a failure by the Agency to properly
delineate the boundaries in accordance with §22a-354n of the Connecticut General Statutes.

A map of the location and boundaries of the aquifer protection areas, or regulated areas,
shall be available for inspection in the Office of the Cheshire Town Clerk or the Agency.

If the Level A mapping is amended in accordance with §22a-354b-1(i) or §22a-354b-1(j) of
the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, the Agency shall cause the amended aquifer
protection area boundary to be delineated in accordance with subsections (A) or (B) of this

Section 3.

SECTION 4. Prohibited and Regulated Activities

(A) All regulated activities are prohibited in aquifer protection areas, except as specified in
subsection (B) of this Section 4.
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(B) The following regulated activities are not prohibited in aquifer protection areas:

(1) A registered regulated activity which is conducted in compliance with §22a-354i-9 of
the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies or Section 12 of the APA Regulations;
and

(2) A regulated activity which has received a permit issued pursuant to §22a-354i-8 of
the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies or Section 9 of the APA Regulations.

(C) The following are not regulated activities:
(1)  Any activity conducted at a residence without compensation;

(2) Any activity involving the use or storage of no more than two and one-half (2.5)
gallons of each type of hazardous material on-site at any one time, provided the total
of all hazardous materials on-site does not exceed fifty-five (55) gallons at any one
time;

(3) Any agricultural activity regulated pursuant to §22a-354m(d) of the Connecticut
General Statutes;

(4)  Any activity provided all the following conditions are satisfied:

(a)  Such activity takes place solely within an enclosed building in an area with an
impermeable floor;

(b)  Such activity involves no more than ten percent (10%) of the floor area in the
building where the activity takes place;

(¢)  Any hazardous material used in connection with such activity is stored in such
building at all times;

(d)  All waste waters generated by such activity are lawfully disposed through a
connection to a publicly owned treatment works; and

(e) Such activity does not involve: (i) repair or maintenance of internal
combustion engines, including without limitation, vehicles or equipment
associated with such vehicles; (ii) underground storage of any hazardous
material; or (iii) above ground storage of more than one hundred and ten (110)
gallons of hazardous materials;

(5) Any activity solely involving the use of lubricating oil provided all the following
conditions are satisfied:

(a) Such activity does not involve cleaning of metals with chlorinated solvents at
the facility;
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(b)  Such activity takes place solely within an enclosed building in an area with an
impermeable floor;

(¢) Any hazardous material used in connection with such activity is stored in such
building at all times; and

(d)  Such activity does not involve: (i) repair or maintenance of internal
combustion engines, including without limitation, vehicles or equipment
associated with such vehicles; (ii) underground storage of any hazardous
material; or (iii) above ground storage of more than one hundred ten (110)
gallons of such lubricating oil and associated hazardous waste; and

Any activity involving the dispensing of oil or petroleum from an above-ground
storage tank or tanks with an aggregate volume of two thousand (2000) gallons or less
provided all the following conditions are satisfied:

(a) Such dispensing activity takes place solely on a paved surface which is covered
by a roof;

(b) The above-ground storage tank(s) is a double-walled tank with overfill alarms;
and

(c)  All associated piping is either above ground or has secondary containment.

Any person proposing to carry out a non-regulated activity, as set forth in Section
4(C) of these regulations, in an aquifer protection area shall, prior to commencement
of such activity, notify the Agency or its duly authorized agent on a form provided by
the Agency. Such form shall provide sufficient information to enable the Agency or
its duly authorized agent to properly determine that the proposed activity is a
regulated activity or a non-regulated activity within the aquifer protection area. A
copy of the form shall be provided to the affected water company.

If such activity is determined to be a non-regulated activity, then no further action
under the APA Regulations is necessary.

SECTION 5. Activities Regulated by the State

(A) The Commissioner shall exclusively regulate activities within aquifer protection areas that
are specified in §22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General Statutes. The Agency shall
regulate all other regulated activities.

Any person conducting regulated activities that are within the authority of the
Commissioner shall submit a registration or obtain a permit or exemption from the
Commissioner prior to engaging in such activity. The Commissioner shall process
applications for those regulated activities.

The Agency may submit an advisory decision to the Commissioner for consideration on
any permit regulated under this Section 5 in accordance with the Connecticut General
Statutes §22a-354p(g).

SECTION 6. Application for an Exemption from Prohibition or Regulation

The owner or operator of a regulated activity may seek an exemption from the
Commissioner pursuant to §22a-354i-6 of the Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.
Any person seeking an exemption from the Commissioner shall concurrently submit a copy
of the application for an exemption to the Agency and to any affected water company.

The Agency may submit written comments to the Commissioner on any exemption
regulated under this Section 6 in accordance with §22a-354i-6(c) of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies within sixty (60) days of the Agency’s receipt of copy of the
application.

All applications for permits and registrations shall contain sufficient information for a fair
and informed determination of the issues. The Agency may request additional information
from the applicant for this purpose.

The day of receipt of a registration, permit application, or transfer form shall be the day of
the next regularly scheduled meeting of the Agency, immediately following the day of
submission of the application to the Agency or its duly authorized agent, or thirty-five (35)
days after such submission, whichever is sooner.

At any time during the review period, the Agency may require the applicant or registrant to
provide additional information about the regulated activity. Requests for additional

information shall not stay the time limitations for registrations and permits as set forth in
Sections 8 and 9 of the APA Regulations.

All permit applications and registrations shall be open for public inspection.

Incomplete permit applications and registrations may be denied without prejudice.

(F) No permit or registration issued under Sections 8 or 9 of the APA Regulations shall be

assigned or transferred except with written approval by the Agency.
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(G) The Agency shall notify the town clerk of any adjoining municipality of the pendency of

any application, petition, appeal, request, or plan concerning any project on any site in
which: (1) any portion of the property affected by a decision of such agency is within five-
hundred (500) feet of the boundary of the adjoining municipality; (2) a significant portion
of the traffic to the completed project on the site will use streets within the adjoining
municipality to enter or exit the site; (3) a significant portion of the sewer or water drainage
from the project on the site will flow through and significantly impact the drainage or
sewerage system within the adjoining municipality; or (4) water runoff from the improved
site will impact streets or other municipal or private property within the adjoining
municipality. Such notice shall be made by certified mail, return receipt requested, and shall
be mailed within seven (7) days of the date of receipt of the application, petition, request, or
plan. Such adjoining municipality may, through a representative, appear and be heard at any
hearing on any such application, petition, appeal, request, or plan.

SECTION 8. Registration Requirements

(A) Any person engaged in a regulated activity which substantially commenced, or was in

(B)

active operation, within the past five (5) years or with respect to which a municipal building
permit was issued, either: (A) before the effective date of the state aquifer protection
regulations; or (B) before the date an applicable aquifer protection area is designated on a
municipal zoning district map or inland wetland and watercourse areas map, whichever
occurs later, shall register the activity in accordance with this Section unless such person
has pending an application for an exemption pursuant to §22a-354i-6 of the Regulations of
Connecticut State Agencies.

(1) The Commissioner shall process registrations for those regulated activities specified
in §22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General Statutes. The Agency shall process
registrations for all other regulated activities.

(2) If'the regulated activity is not specified in §22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General
Statutes, the person engaged in such activity shall submit a registration to the Agency
not later than one hundred eighty (180) days after adoption of regulations pursuant to
§22a-354p of the Connecticut General Statutes, or the designation the aquifer
protection area pursuant to §22a-354i-2 of the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies, whichever occurs later. Said person shall simultaneously file a copy of the
registration with the Commissioner, Commissioner of Public Health, and the affected
water company.

All registrations shall be provided on a form prescribed by the Agency and shall be
accompanied by the correct registration fee in accordance with Section 18 of the APA
Regulations. Such registration forms may be obtained from the Cheshire Town Clerk or the
Agency. Such registration forms shall include at least the following information in writing
or on maps or drawings:
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The name, business telephone number, street address, and mailing address of the:

(a) Registrant; if the registrant is a corporation or limited partnership, the full name
of the facility and such corporation or limited partnership as registered with the
Connecticut Secretary of State, and any officer or governing or managing body
of any partnership, association, firm, or corporation,

(b) Owner of such facility if different from the registrant, and
(c) Manager or operator overseeing the operations of such facility;

The location of such facility, using street address or other appropriate method of
location, and a map showing the property boundaries of the facility on a 1:24,000
scale United States Geological Survey topographic quadrangle base;

An identification of the regulated activity or activities conducted at the facility, as
described in Section 2(A)(35) of the APA Regulations, which regulated activity or
activities shall consist of any regulated activity which substantially commenced or
was in active operation or, with respect to which a municipal building permit was

issued, such permit was issued within the past five (5) years; and

The following certification and a certification by the registrant that the subject
regulated activity is in compliance with the best management practices set forth in
Section 12(A) of the APA Regulations, signed after satisfying the statements set forth
in the following certification:

"I have personally examined and am familiar with the information submitted in
this registration and all attachments; and I certify, based on reasonable
investigation, including my inquiry of those individuals responsible for obtaining
the information, the submitted information is true, accurate, and complete to the
best of my knowledge and belief. I understand that any false statement made in
this document or certification may be punishable as a criminal offense under
§53a-157b of the Connecticut General Statutes and any other applicable law.”

(C) When deemed necessary to protect a public supply well subject to regulation under §22a-
354¢ or §22a-354z of the Connecticut General Statutes, the Agency may:

Require, by written notice, any registrant to submit for review and written approval a
storm water management plan prepared in accordance with Section 12(B) of the APA

If the Agency determines that a registration is incomplete, it shall reject the registration and
notify the registrant of what additional information is required and the date by which it shall
be submitted.

If the registration is determined to be complete, and the regulated activity is eligible for
registration, the Agency shall send written notification of such registration to the registrant.
Such registration shall be determined to be complete and eligible if the registrant has not
otherwise received a notice of rejection from the Agency, not later than one hundred and
eighty (180) days after the date the registration is received by the Agency.

The following general provisions shall be included in the issuance of all registrations:

(1) The Agency has relied in whole or in part on information provided by the registrant;
and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete, or
inaccurate, the registration may be modified, suspended, or revoked;

(2)  All registrations issued by the Agency are subject to, and do not derogate, any present
or future rights or powers of the Commissioner, Agency, or municipality and convey
no rights in real estate or material nor any exclusive privileges and are further subject
to any and all public and private rights and to any federal, state, and municipal laws
or regulations pertinent to the subject land or activity;

(3) A complete registration shall expire five (5) years from the date of receipt of such
registration by the Agency;

(4) The registrant shall apply to the Agency to renew the registration on a form
prescribed by the Agency for a facility prior to expiration of such registration; and

(5) If aregistered regulated activity is out of business or inactive when registration
renewal is required, a five (5) year allowance shall be in effect from the date the
registration expires. If the registrant has not applied to renew the registration within
five (5) years of the date the registration expires, the facility is no longer eligible for
registration.

If a regulated activity which is eligible for registration in accordance with subsection (A) of
this Section 8 fails to be registered or if the registrant of an active registered activity fails to
apply for renewal prior to expiration, the Commissioner or the Agency, as appropriate, may
accept a late registration at its discretion, subject to the limitations in subsection (F)(5) of
this section 8.

Any person wishing to assume the benefits under a registration for regulated activities shall
apply to transfer such registration on a form prescribed by the Agency and submitted to the
Agency.
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SECTION 9. Permit Requirements

(A) Any person may apply for a permit to add a regulated activity to a facility where a
registered regulated activity occurs.

(B) The Agency shall process permit applications for those registrants that have registered
pursuant to Section 8 of the APA Regulations. The Commissioner shall process permit
applications for regulated activities specified in §22a-354p(g) of the Connecticut General
Statutes and for those registrants that have registered pursuant to §22a-354i-7(b)(1) of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies.

(C) Action shall be taken on permit applications within sixty-five (65) days after the completion
of a public hearing or, in the absence of a public hearing, within sixty-five (65) days from
the date of receipt of the application. The applicant may consent to one or more extensions
of either of these timeframes, provided the total extension of all such periods is sixty-five
(65) days or fewer.

(D) An application for a permit shall be made on a form prescribed by the Agency and shall be
accompanied by the correct application fee in accordance with Section 18 of the APA
Regulations. Such permit application forms may be obtained from the Cheshire Town
Clerk or the Agency. Simultaneously with filing an application, the applicant shall send a
copy of the application to the Commissioner, the Commissioner of Public Health, and the
affected water company. An application shall include the following information:

(1)  The information as required for a registration under Section 8(B) of the APA
Regulations shall be provided for the proposed regulated activity;

(2) A confirmation and certification that the existing and proposed activity:

(a) Remains, and shall remain, in compliance with Section 12(A) of the APA
Regulations;

(b) Shall not increase the number of underground storage tanks used for storage of
hazardous materials; and

(¢) Remains, and shall remain, in compliance with all local, state, and federal
environmental laws;

(3) A materials management plan in accordance with Section 12(A) of the APA
Regulations;

(4) A storm water management plan in accordance with Section 12(B) of the APA
Regulations;

(5) The following environmental compliance information with respect to environmental
violations which occurred at the facility where the regulated activities are conducted,
within the five (5) years immediately preceding the date of the application:
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(@) Any criminal conviction involving a violation of any environmental protection
law;

(b)  Any civil penalty imposed in any state or federal judicial proceeding or any
penalty exceeding five thousand dollars ($5,000) imposed in any
administrative proceeding; and

(¢)  Any judicial or administrative orders issued regarding any such violation
together with the dates, case or docket numbers, or other information which
identifies the proceeding. For any such proceeding initiated by the state or
federal government, the Agency may require submission of a copy of any
official document associated with the proceeding, the final judgment, or order;

(6) Any additional information deemed necessary by the Agency regarding potential
threats to the groundwater and proposed safeguards; and

(7)  The following certification signed by the applicant and the individual responsible for
preparing the application, after satisfying the statements set forth in the certification:

"I have personally examined and am familiar with the information submitted in
this document and all attachments; and 1 certify, based on reasonable
investigation, including my inquiry of those individuals responsible for obtaining
the information, the submitted information is true, accurate, and complete to the
best of my knowledge and belief. I understand that any false statement made in
the submitted information is punishable as a criminal offense under §53a-157b of
the Connecticut General Statutes and any other applicable law.”

(E) The Commissioner, any affected water company, or the Commissioner of Public Health
may, not later than thirty (30) days after receiving a copy of an application for a permit
under this Section 9, submit to the Agency written comments on such application. The
Agency shall give due consideration to any such comments and shall provide a copy of the

decision to the Commissioner, the affected water company, and the Commissioner of Public
Health.

(F) To carry out the purposes of the Act, the Agency may grant an application as filed; grant it
upon such terms, conditions, limitations, or modifications necessary; or deny it. The
Agency shall state upon the record the reason for its decision.

(G) The Agency may hold a public hearing on an application for a permit in accordance with
Section 10 of the APA regulations.

(H) The Agency shall not issue a permit unless a complete application has been received and
the applicant demonstrates to the Agency's satisfaction that all requirements of this Section
9 of the APA regulations have been satisfied and all of the following standards and criteria
have been met:

(1)  The proposed regulated activity shall take place at a facility where a registered
regulated activity occurs;

The proposed regulated activity shall not increase the number or storage capacity of
underground storage tanks used for hazardous materials, except for the replacement

The materials management plan and storm water management plan have been
satisfactorily prepared in accordance with Sections 12(A) and 12(B) of the APA
Regulations;

The applicant has submitted a confirmation and certification that all regulated
activities remain and shall remain in compliance with all local, state, and federal
environmental laws in accordance with subsection (d)(2) of this Section 9;

The applicant’s compliance record does not indicate: (A) that any noncompliance
resulted from indifference to or disregard for the legal requirements; (B) an
unwillingness or inability to devote the resources necessary to comply and remain in
compliance; or (C) that instances of noncompliance have led to serious environmental
harm, harm to human health or safety, or a substantial risk of such harm;

The proposed regulated activity shall be conducted in accordance with Section 12 of
the APA Regulations;

The existing regulated activity is being conducted in accordance with Section 12 of
the APA Regulations; and

The certification required under subsection (D)(7) of this Section 9 has been signed
by the applicant and the individual responsible for preparing the application.

(I) The Agency may impose reasonable conditions or limitations on any permit issued under
this Section 9 to assure protection of the groundwater, including, but not limited to, the

following:

(1) Best management practices in addition to those set forth in Section 12 of the APA
Regulations; and

(2) Groundwater monitoring.

(J) The following general provisions shall be included in the issuance of all permits:

(1) The Agency has relied in whole or in part on information provided by the applicant,
and if such information subsequently proves to be false, deceptive, incomplete, or
inaccurate, the permit may be modified, suspended, or revoked;

(3) The permit shall expire ten (10) years from the date of issuance of such permit by the
Agency; and

(4) A person shall apply to the Agency to renew the permit on a form prescribed by the
Agency prior to expiration of such permit. Such renewal shall be granted upon
request by the Agency unless a substantial change in the permitted activity is
proposed or enforcement action with regard to the regulated activity has been taken,
in which case, a new permit application shall be submitted and reviewed in
accordance with the provisions of this Section 9.

The Agency shall notify the applicant or permittee within fifteen (15) days of the date of the
decision by certified mail, return receipt requested, and the Agency shall cause notice of its
order in issuance or denial of a permit to be published in a newspaper having a general
circulation in the municipality in which the aquifer protection area is located.

A permittee may request a modification of a permit from the Agency. Such request shall be
on a form prescribed by the Agency and shall include the facts and reasons supporting the
request. The Agency may require the permittee to submit a new application for a permit or
permit renewal in lieu of a modification request.

A person wishing to assume the benefits under a permit for regulated activities shall apply
to transfer such permit on a form prescribed by the Agency and submitted to the Agency.

SECTION 10. Public Hearings Regarding Permit Applications

If the Agency decides to hold a public hearing regarding an application for a permit to
conduct a regulated activity within an aquifer protection area, such hearing shall commence
not later than sixty-five (65) days after the receipt of such application.

Notice of the hearing shall be published at least twice at intervals of not fewer than two (2)
days, the first not more than fifteen (15) days and not fewer than ten (10) days, and the last
not fewer than two (2) days before the date set for the hearing in a newspaper having a
general circulation in each city/town where the affected aquifer, or any part thereof, is
located.

The Agency shall send to any affected water company, at least ten (10) days before the
hearing, a copy of the notice by certified mail, return receipt requested. Any affected water
company may, through a representative, appear and be heard at any such hearing.

All applications, maps, and documents relating thereto shall be open for public inspection.
At such hearing any person or persons may appear and be heard.

The hearing shall be completed within thirty-five (35) days of its commencement.
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(G) The applicant may consent to an extension of the timeframes in subsections (A) or (F) of
this Section 10, provided the total extension of all such periods, including any extensions
provided in Section 9(C), totals sixty-five (65) days or fewer.

(H) In reaching its decision on any application after a public hearing, the Agency shall base its
decision on the record of that hearing. Documentary evidence or other material not in the
hearing record shall not be considered by the Agency in its decision.

(I) The applicant or permittee shall be notified of the Agency’s decision in accordance with
Section 9(K) of the APA Regulations.

SECTION 11. Bond and Insurance Relevant to Permit Applicants

(A) An applicant may be required to file a bond as a condition of the permit.

(B) Any bond or surety shall be conditioned on compliance with all provisions of these
regulations and with the terms, conditions, and limitations established in the permit.

Hazardous material shall be stored in a building or under a roof that minimizes
storm water entry to the hazardous material storage area, except that a roof is
not required for a bulk storage facility as defined in Section 2 of the APA
Regulations;

Floors within a building or under a roof where hazardous material may be
stored shall be constructed or treated to protect the surface of the floor from
deterioration due to spillage of any such material;

A structure which may be used for storage or transfer of hazardous material
shall be protected from storm water run-on and groundwater intrusion;

(e) Hazardous material shall not be stored with other hazardous materials that are
incompatible and may create a hazard of fire, explosion, or generation of toxic
substances;

(f)  Hazardous material shall be stored only in a container that has been certified to
meet state or federal specifications for containers suitable for the transport or
storage of such material;

(g) Hazardous material shall be stored only in an area that is secured against
unauthorized entry by the public; and

(h)  The requirements of this subsection (1) of this Section 12 are intended to
supplement, and not to supersede, any other applicable requirements of federal,
state, or local law, including applicable requirements of the Resource
Conservation and Recovery Act of 1976;

No person shall increase the number of underground storage tanks used to store
hazardous materials;

An underground storage tank used to store hazardous materials shall not be replaced
with a larger tank unless: (A) there is no more than a twenty-five percent (25%)
increase in volume of the larger replacement tank; and (B) the larger replacement
tank is a double-walled tank with co-axial piping, both meeting new installation
component standards pursuant to §22a-449(d)-1(e) and §22a-449(d)-102 of the
Regulations of Connecticut State Agencies, and with interstitial monitoring;

No person shall use, maintain, or install floor drains, dry wells, or other infiltration
devices or appurtenances which allow the release of waste waters to the ground,
unless such release is permitted by the Commissioner in accordance with §22a-430 or
§22a-430b of the Connecticut General Statutes; and

A materials management plan shall be developed and implemented in accordance
with the following:

(a) A materials management plan shall contain, at a minimum, the following
information with respect to the subject regulated activity:

(i) A pollution prevention assessment consisting of a detailed evaluation of
alternatives to the use of hazardous materials or processes and practices
that would reduce or eliminate the use of hazardous materials and
implementation of such alternatives where possible and feasible;

(if) A description of any operations or practices which may pose a threat of
pollution to the aquifer, which shall include the following:

(aa) A process flow diagram identifying where hazardous materials are
stored, disposed, and used and where hazardous wastes are
generated and subsequently stored and disposed,
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(bb)  An inventory of all hazardous materials which are likely to be or
will be manufactured, produced, stored, utilized, or otherwise
handled; and

(cc) A description of waste, including waste waters generated, and a
description of how such wastes are handled, stored, and disposed,

(iii) The name, street address, mailing address, title, and telephone number of
the individual(s) responsible for implementing the materials management
plan and the individual(s) who should be contacted in an emergency;

(iv) A record-keeping system to account for the types, quantities, and
disposition of hazardous materials which are manufactured, produced,
utilized, stored, or otherwise handled or which are discharged or emitted;
such record-keeping system shall be maintained at the subject facility and
shall be made available thereat for inspection during normal business
hours by the Commissioner and the municipal aquifer protection agency;
and

(v) Anemergency response plan for responding to a release of hazardous
materials. Such plan shall describe how each such release could result in
pollution to the underlying aquifer and shall set forth the methods used or
to be used to prevent and abate any such a release;

(b) When a materials management plan is required under either Section 8(C) or
9(D) of the APA Regulations, such materials management plan shall be
completed and certified by a professional engineer or a certified hazardous
materials manager; or, if the facility where the regulated activity is conducted
has received and maintained an ISO 14001 environmental management system
certification, then the registrant may complete and certify the materials
management plan; and

(¢) The materials management plan shall be maintained at the subject facility and
shall be made available thereat for inspection during normal business hours by
the Commissioner and the municipal aquifer protection agency.

(B) The development and implementation of a storm water management plan required for
regulated activities in accordance with Sections 8(C) and 9(D) of the APA Regulations
shall be as follows: A storm water management plan shall assure that storm water run-off
generated by the subject regulated activity is: (i) managed in a manner so as to prevent
pollution of groundwater; and (ii) shall comply with all of the requirements for the General
Permit of the Discharge of Storm Water associated with a Commercial Activity issued
pursuant to §22a-430b of the Connecticut General Statutes.
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SECTION 13. Other State, Federal, and Local Laws

(A) Nothing in these regulations shall obviate the requirement for the applicant to obtain any

other assents, permits, or licenses required by law or regulation by the Town of Cheshire,
State of Connecticut, and the Government of the United States including any approval
required by the Connecticut Department of Environmental Protection and the U.S. Army
Corps of Engineers and the United States Environmental Protection Agency. Obtaining
such assents, permits, or licenses is the sole responsibility of the applicant.

(B) No person shall conduct any regulated activity within an aquifer protection area which

requires zoning or subdivision approval without first having obtained a valid certificate of
zoning or subdivision approval, special permit, variance, or other documentation
establishing that the proposal complies with the Town of Cheshire zoning or subdivision
regulations.

SECTION 14. Enforcement

(A) The Agency may appoint a duly authorized agent to act in its behalf with the authority to

(B)

issue notices of violation or cease and desist orders.

If the Agency or its duly authorized agent finds that any person is conducting or
maintaining any activity, facility, or condition which violates any provision of these
regulations, the Agency or its duly authorized agent may:

(1) Issue a notice of violation.

(a) The notice of violation shall state the nature of the violation, the jurisdiction of
the Agency, and the necessary action required to correct the violation, including
without limitation halting the activity in the aquifer protection area.

(b) The Agency may request that the person appear at the next regularly scheduled
meeting of the Agency to discuss the unauthorized activity and/or provide a
written reply to the notice or file an application for the necessary permit or
registration. Failure to carry out the action(s) directed in a notice of violation
may result in issuance of an order under subsection (2) of this Section 14 or
other enforcement proceedings as provided by law.

(2) Issue a written order.

(a) Such order shall be issued by certified mail, return receipt requested to such
person conducting such activity or maintaining such facility or condition to
cease such activity immediately or to correct such facility or condition. The
Agency shall send a copy of such order to any affected water company by
certified mail, return receipt requested.
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Within ten (10) days of the issuance of such order the Agency shall hold a
hearing to provide the person an opportunity to be heard and show cause why
the order should not remain in effect. Any affected water company may testify
at the hearing. The Agency shall consider the facts presented at the hearing
and, within ten (10) days of the completion of the hearing, shall notify the
person by certified mail, return receipt requested, that the original order remains
in effect, that a revised order is in effect, or that the order has been withdrawn.

(3)  Suspend or revoke registration or permit.

The Agency may suspend or revoke a registration or a permit if it finds, after a
hearing, that the registrant or permittee has not complied with the terms,
conditions, or limitations set forth in the registration or the permit. Prior to
revoking or suspending any registration or permit, the Agency shall issue notice
to the registrant or the permittee, personally or by certified mail, return receipt
requested, setting forth the facts or conduct that warrants the intended action.

The Agency shall hold a hearing to provide the registrant or permittee an
opportunity to show that it is in compliance with its registration or permit. The
Agency shall notify the registrant or permittee of its decision by certified mail
within fifteen (15) days of the date of its decision. The Agency shall publish
notice of a suspension or revocation in a newspaper having general circulation
in the Town of Cheshire.

(C) An order issued pursuant to subsection (B)(2) of this Section 14 shall be effective upon
issuance; shall remain in effect until the Agency affirms, revises, or withdraws the order;
and shall not delay or bar an action pursuant to subsection (B)(3) of this Section 14.

(D) A court may assess criminal and or civil penalties to any person who commits, takes part in,

or assists in any violation of any provision of the APA regulations in accordance with §22a-

354s(b) and §22a-354s(c) of the Connecticut General Statutes.

SECTION 15. Amendments

(A) These regulations may be amended, changed, or repealed in accordance with §22a-354p(b)

(B)

of the Connecticut General Statutes.

If a complete application is filed with the Agency which is in conformance with the APA
regulations as of the date of its filing, the permit issued shall not be required to comply with

any changes in regulations taking effect on or after the date that the filing date. The
provisions of this Section 15 shall not apply to the establishment, amendment, or change of
the boundaries of the aquifer protection area or to any changes in the APA Regulations
necessary to make the regulations consistent with chapter 446i of the Connecticut General

Statutes as of the date of the Agency’s decision.
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SECTION 16. Appeals

Appeal of the Agency’s regulation, order, decision, or action shall be made in accordance with
§22a-354q of the Connecticut General Statutes.

SECTION 17. Conflict and Severance

If there is a conflict between the provisions of the APA Regulations, the provision that
imposes the most stringent standards shall govern. The invalidity of any word, clause,
sentence, section, part, subsection, subdivision, or provision of these regulations shall not
affect the validity of any other part that can be given effect without such valid part or parts.

If there is a conflict between the provisions of the APA Regulations and the Act, the
provisions of the Act shall govern.

All fees required by these regulations shall be submitted to the Agency by certified check or
money order payable to the “Collector, Town of Cheshire” at the time the registration or
permit application is filed with the Agency.

No registration or permit application shall be granted or approved by the Agency unless the
correct registration/application fee is paid in full or unless a waiver has been granted by the
Agency pursuant to Section 18.F of these Regulations.

The registration or permit application fee is nonrefundable.

Registration and permit application fees shall be as set forth on Section 12-7 of the
Cheshire Code of Ordinances.

All fees shall be waived when the Town of Cheshire is the registrant or applicant.

The registrant or applicant may petition the Agency to waive, reduce or allow delayed
payment of the fee. Such petitions shall be in writing and shall state fully the facts and
circumstances the Agency should consider in its determination under this Section. The
Agency may waive all or part of the application fee if the Agency determines that:

(1) the activity applied for would clearly result in a substantial public benefit to the
environment or to the public health and safety and the registrant or applicant would
reasonably be deterred from initiating the activity solely or primarily as a result of the
amount of the registration or permit application fee; or
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(2)  The amount of the registration or permit application fee is clearly excessive in
relation to the cost to the City/Town for reviewing and processing the application.

(G) Extra Assessments

(1) Inthe event that additional expenses, including but not limited to outside consultants,
experts, or legal advisors, are incurred in processing the registration or permit
application the applicant/registrant may be assessed an additional fee not to exceed
the actual amount paid by the Town of Cheshire to cover said costs. Said fees are to
be estimated by the duly authorized agent and submitted with the application fee and
held until the application is completely processed after which time any residual funds
pertaining to this assessment are to be returned to the applicant/registrant.

(2) For the purpose of this assessment, an “outside consultant™ means a professional who
is not an employee of the Town of Cheshire, including but not limited to, engineering,
environmental, hydrogeology and hazardous materials management professionals.

(H) The Agency shall state upon its record the basis for all actions under this Section 18.

SECTION 19. Effective Date of Regulations

The APA Regulations, APA boundaries, and amendments thereto shall become effective upon:
(1) the Commissioner’s determination that such regulations are reasonably related to the purpose
of groundwater protection and not inconsistent with the Regulations of Connecticut State
Agencies §22a-354i-1 through §22a-354i-10; and (2) filing in the Office of the Town Clerk.

(b) Unlisted hazardous substances. A solid waste, as defined in 40 CFR 261.2, which is not excluded from
regulation as a hazardous waste under 40 CFR 261.4(b), is a hazardous substance under section 101(14)
of the Act if it exhibits any of the characteristics identified in 40 CFR 261.20 through 261.24.

Note | to Table 302.4 The numbers under the column headed “CASRN" are the Chemical Abstracts
Service Registry Numbers for each hazardous substance. CASRNs are unique numeric identifiers
for specific substances. CASRNs are updated by the Chemical Abstract Service and are
sometimes deleted or replaced. This list of CERCLA hazardous substances relies on information
provided in the statutory lists that comprise the table. CASRNs are provided for convenience only
to aid in the identification of the designated hazardous substance. Some CASRNs are given only
for parent compounds. In some cases, a chemical name may have more than one CASRN
associated with it due to the chemical's various forms; however, each CAS Registry Number is a
unique numeric identifier and designates only one substance. That is, two substances, or two
forms of a substance, do not have the same CAS Registry Number. If there is a discrepancy
between the hazardous substance name and the listed CAS Registry Number, the hazardous
substance names appearing in Table 302.4 should be used as the official means to determine if a
given chemical or substance is reportable.

Note Il to Table 302.4 Hazardous substances are given a Statutory Code based on their statutory
source. The “Statutory Code” column indicates the statutory source for designating each
substance as a CERCLA hazardous substance.
