The proposed building at 104 Stonebridge Court will be used to house three 3
professional office suites. The office suites will be approximately 4,412 square feet, 3,230
square feet, and 3,610 square feet, for a total square footage of approximately 11,252
square feet. The building will be one (1) story with a low eave of approximately twelve
feet (12') and a high peak of approximately thirty feet seven and one-half inches (30°-
742").

The building has been designed for approximately thirty-three (33) employees total

SUMMARY
The applicant proposes to construct an 11,385 sf office building on their Cheshire, CT property.
Considerable grading and land clearing is required for construction. The site and the adjacent site share a
common detention basin and water quality system that was designed by others. This report analyses the

proposed on-site stormwater piping system.

All paved runoff is collected in catch basins equipped with 4’ sumps and piped to a catch basin near the
property line. The piping system is designed for the 25-year storm in accordance with CONNDOT methods.
Hydroflow software is used to evaluate the proposed conditions. Calculations for the system are on the

following pages. A watershed map is attached at the rear of the report.
