Quinnipiac Park is also accessi-
ble by canoe and kayak from
the State boat launch located on
Route 322, across from the
Southington Drive-In.

The Town of Cheshire, Town of
Southington and the Quinnipiac
River Watershed Association
often host paddle events along
the Quinnipiac River. Please
check the organizations web-
sites for current information.

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Quinnipiac Park provides di-
rect access to the Quinnipiac
River via an unmarked forested
trail located in the northwest
corner of the soccer fields.
